AN ACT to anmend the education law, in relation to establishing an
appeal s process for students denied the state resident tuition rate at
a public college or university

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Section 355 of the education law is anended by adding a new
subdi vision 22 to read as foll ows:

22. The state university trustees shall require that each institution
of the state wuniversity establish an appeals process for any student,
regardless of his or her imrmgration status, who has been denied the
state resident tuition rate for attending such institution. Each insti-
tution shall establish a reasonable tinme period for the filing of an
appeal after a prospective student has received witten notification of
a denial of the state resident tuition rate and a reasonable tine period
for the institution to respond to such an appeal. Infornmation on the
right to such appeal and such appeals process shall be posted on the
institution's website.

§ 2. Section 6206 of the education lawis anmended by adding a new
subdi vision 22 to read as foll ows:

22. The board of trustees shall require that each institution of the
city university establish an appeals process for any student, regardless
of his or her inmmgration status, who has been denied the state resident
tuition rate for attending such institution. FEach institution shal
establish a reasonable tine period for the filing of an appeal after a
prospective student has received witten notification of a denial of the
state resident tuition rate and a reasonable tinme period for the insti-
tution to respond to such an appeal. Information on the right to such
appeal and such appeals process shall be posted on the institution's
website.

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§ 3. Section 6306 of the education |law is amended by adding a new
subdi vision 12 to read as foll ows:

12. The board of trustees of each commnity college shall establish an
appeals process for any student, regardless of his or her inmgration
status, who has been denied the state resident tuition rate for attend-
ing such community <college. The board of trustees of each commnity
college shall establish a reasonable tine period for the filing of an
appeal after a prospective student has received witten notification of
a denial of the state resident tuition rate and a reasonable tine period
for the community college to respond to such an appeal. Information on
the right to such appeal and such appeals process shall be posted on the
conmunity college's website.
