AN ACT to anmend the insurance law, in relation to collision or conpre-
hensi ve coverage on notor vehicles

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly., do enact as follows:

Section 1. Section 2610 of the insurance law is amended by adding a
new subsection (d) to read as foll ows:

(d)(1) No insurer in processing any such claim shall limt the
paynent of such claimfor danage to a notor vehicle repair based on
pricing caps for labor, parts, paint or repair naterials. Al elenents
of such a claimfor damages shall be negotiated with the insured, or his
or her designated representative, by a duly licensed appraiser.

(2) If a recommendation or suggestion of an autonptive repair facility
is made by the insurer, and accepted by the clainant, the insurer shal
cause the damaged vehicle to be restored to its condition i mediately
prior to the loss at no additional cost to the <claimant other than
deductions stated in the policy. Should the insurer fail to restore the
vehicle to its condition inmmediately prior to the loss, the insurer
shall at no additional expense to the claimnt cause the vehicle to be
restored to its condition imediately prior to the loss at a shop of the
claimant's choi ce.

8 2. This act shall take effect on the first of January next succeed-
ing the date on which it shall have becone a | aw and shall apply to al
policies and contracts issued, renewed, nodified, altered or anended on
or after such effective date. Ef fective i mediately, the addition,
amendrment and/or repeal of any rule or regulation necessary for the
i npl ementation of this act on its effective date are authorized to be
made and conpl eted on or before such effective date.
