          The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and  Assem-
        bly, do enact as follows:

     1    Section  1. The executive law is amended by adding a new section 170-g
     2  to read as follows:
     3    § 170-g. Fee increases prohibited; exception.   1. On  and  after  the
     4  effective  date of this section, no state department, office, agency, or
     5  authority may increase any fee, surcharge or tax that it imposes on  any
     6  New York state resident or business unless such increase is specifically
     7  authorized and approved by the state legislature.
     8    2.  Any  state department, office, agency, or authority that imposes a
     9  fee, surcharge or tax prior to the effective date of this section, where
    10  such imposition was implemented  without  specific  statutory  approval,
    11  shall  be  prohibited  from  further  imposing  and collecting such fee,
    12  surcharge or tax on and after January first next succeeding  the  effec-
    13  tive date of this section.
    14    3.  On and after the effective date of this section, any state depart-
    15  ment, office,  agency,  or  authority  that  wishes  to  impose  a  fee,
    16  surcharge  or  tax  on any New York state resident or business must seek
    17  and obtain legislative authorization and approval of the  specific  fee,
    18  surcharge, or tax requested prior to its imposition.

     4    § 10. Fee increases prohibited; exception.  1. On and after the effec-
     5  tive  date  of  this  section,  no  state department, office, agency, or
     6  authority may increase any fee, surcharge or tax that it imposes on  any
     7  New York state resident or business unless such increase is specifically
     8  authorized and approved by the state legislature.
     9    2.  Any  state department, office, agency, or authority that imposes a
    10  fee, surcharge, or tax prior to the  effective  date  of  this  section,
    11  where   such  imposition  was  implemented  without  specific  statutory
    12  approval, shall be prohibited from further imposing and collecting  such
    13  fee,  surcharge  or  tax  on and after January first next succeeding the
    14  effective date of this section.
    15    3. On and after the effective date of this section, any state  depart-
    16  ment,  office,  agency,  or  authority  that  wishes  to  impose  a fee,
    17  surcharge or tax on any New York state resident or  business  must  seek
    18  and  obtain  legislative authorization and approval of the specific fee,
    19  surcharge, or tax requested prior to its imposition.
    20    § 3. This act shall take effect on the one hundred eightieth day after
    21  it shall have become a law.
