AN ACT in relation to authorizing the city of Long Beach to alienate and
di sconti nue the use of certain parkl ands

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Subject to the provisions of this act, the city of Long
Beach is hereby authorized, acting by and through its governing body,
and upon such terns and conditions as deternined by, and in the sole
di scretion of, such governing body, to: (a) tenporarily discontinue the
use of the parklands described in section three of this act; and (b) to
discontinue the wuse as parkland and alienate the |ands described in
section four of this act, and to convey property interests in such |ands
to EWO fshore Wnd Transport Corporation for the purpose of construct-
ing, mintaining and operating a subterranean conduit and electrica
distribution cable system together with subterranean transition joint
bays and |ink boxes, and appurtenances thereto, under city of Long Beach
parkl and |ocated at Ocean Beach Park (al so known as Long Beach), desig-
nated on the city of Long Beach Tax Map as Section 59, Block A Lot 2
(or Lots 1 - 6).

§ 2. The authorization contained in section one of this act shall only
be effective on the condition that the city of Long Beach dedi cate an
anount equal to or greater than fair market val ue of the parkl ands being
al i enated pursuant to section one of this act towards the acquisition of
new par kl ands and/ or capital inprovenents to existing park and recre-
ational facilities.

The parklands authorized by section one of this act to be tenpo-
rarily discontinued as parkland for construction are described as
fol | ows:

The portion of the property subject to the permanently discontinued

parkland will be below the surface of the Earth, wth the vertica
extents no higher than elevation -30 (Feet, North American Vertica
Datum of 1988); the intent being that the proposed cable route will not

interfere with or affect the existing boardwal k, boardwal k piles, or
jetty on the subject property.

8 5. Upon completion of construction, EW Ofshore Wnd Transport
Corporation, as authorized by this act in agreenent and in consultation
with the New York State Historic Preservation Office, shall restore the
surface of the lands nore particularly described in section three of
this act and such lands shall continue to be used for park purposes.
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§ 6. In the event that the city of Long Beach received any funding
support or assistance from the federal governnent for the purchase
mai nt enance, or inprovenent of the parklands set forth in sections three
and four of this act, the discontinuance and alienation of such park-
| ands aut horized by the provisions of this act shall not occur until the
city of Long Beach has conplied with any federal requirenents pertaining
to the alienation or conversion of parklands, including satisfying the
secretary of the interior that the alienation or conversion conplies
with all conditions which the secretary of the interior deens necessary
to assure the substitution of other lands shall be equivalent in fair
mar ket val ue and useful ness to the | ands being alienated or converted.

8 7. This act shall take effect inmmediately.
