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AN ACT to anend the education law, in relation to allowing for unli-
censed individuals to collect throat or nasopharyngeal swab specinens
and to performcertain nursing tasks during certain state of disaster
ener genci es

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Section 6526 of the education law is anended by adding a
new subdi vision 11 to read as foll ows:

11. Any person in a declared state of disaster energency for a disease
out break or epidem c, pursuant to section twenty-eight of the executive
law, shall be permitted, upon the successful conpletion of training
deened adequate by the conmissioner, to collect throat or nasopharyngea
swab specinens fromindividuals suspected of being infected by an infec-
tious disease, for purposes of testing. The conm ssioner, in_ consulta-
tion wth the comm ssioner of health, shall establish training require-
ments for unlicensed individuals to collect throat or nasopharyngeal
swab speci nens.

§ 2. Subdivision 1 of section 6908 of the education |aw is amended by
addi ng a new paragraph i to read as foll ows:

i. As prohibiting in a declared state of disaster energency for a
di sease outbreak or epidemc, pursuant to section twenty-eight of the
executive law, to the extent necessary., non-nursing staff, upon the
successful conpletion of training deened adequate by the conm ssioner
to performtasks, under the supervision of a nurse, otherwise linted to
the scope of practice of a licensed or registered nurse. The conm s-
sioner, in consultation with the commi ssioner of health, shall establish
training requirenents for non-nursing staff to performthe tasks permt-
ted by this paragraph.

8§ 3. This act shall take effect immediately.
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
