The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Subdivision 1 of section 597 of the labor [aw, as added by
chapter 705 of the Ilaws of 1944 and renunbered by chapter 663 of the
| aws of 1946, is anmended to read as foll ows:

1. Issuance. The validity of the claim and the anount of benefits
payabl e to the claimant shall be determined in accordance with the regu-
lations and procedure established by the conm ssioner and, when such

determination is issued by the commssioner, it shall be deened the
initial determnation of the claim Notw thstanding any law, rule or
regulation to the contrary, the conm ssioner shall provide notice to

each clainmant of such initial deternination of approval or denial of the
claim no later than thirty days after the claimant has furni shed al
information required under paragraph (a) of subdivision two of this
section. |If the conmrmissioner is unable to issue a determnation within
such prescribed tine frane due to exigent circunstances, such notice
shall informthe claimant of the new estimated tine frane for the issu-
ance of a determination, the retroactive effective date the claimnt
would receive benefits from if approved, and how the clainmant may
confirmthe status of the deternination if it is not received by the new
estimated tine frane.
