WHEREAS, Robert MCullough was the first black athlete to be
selected for the All-Southern Textile Basketball All-Star Teamin
Geenville, South Carolina, and in 1965, he was naned to All-Anerican
Honorable Mention teans by sportswiters for United Press International
and Converse Magazi ne; and

WHEREAS, This talented athlete was offered a contract by the Harlem
G obetrotters, and in the 1965 NBA draft, he was taken in the 12th round
(91st overall) by the C ncinnati Royals; and

WHEREAS, In 1967, Robert MCullough played wth the New Jersey
Asbury Park Boardwal kers in the Eastern Professional Basketball League,
now known as the CBA, where he averaged 22 points and five assists per
ganme and was selected to the All-Rookie Team and

WHEREAS, After his pro basketball career, Rober t McCul | ough
furthered his education by obtaining a Master of Science degree from
Lehman College and took classes at New York University, Cornel
University, and Hunter College; he then served as a gui dance counsel or
and social worker in New York GCty; and

VWHEREAS, Rober t McCul | ough S t he conmm ssi oner of t he
I nternationally known Rucker Sunmmer Professional Basketball League which
plays at the Geg Mirius Court at Hol conbe Rucker Park, a renowned
basketbal |l court at 155th Street and Frederick Douglass Boulevard in
Harlem nmany who have played at the park in the Rucker Tournanent
achieved a level of fame for their abilities, and several have gone on



to play in the National Basketball Association (NBA); and
