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AN ACT to authorize Lois J. Reid to apply for ordinary disability
retirement benefits fromthe New York state and |ocal enployees
retirenment system

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Notw t hstandi ng any other provision of law, Lois J. Reid,
who was enployed by the Erie County Youth Board on March 6, 1970, and
who was enpl oyed by the New York state departnment of social services on
May 16, 1985, was a nenber of the New York state and | ocal enpl oyees
retirenent systemfor approximately 17.5 years, was diagnosed wth
chronic fatigue syndrone in 1990, which is a synptom of mtochondri al
di sease, of which was diagnosed on March 1, 2011, and which was only
recently identified by the nedical conmunity, was declared to be totally
and pernmanently disabled by the New York state departnment of social
services in 1990, and who was declared to be totally and permanently
disabled by the United States social security administration in the
early 1990s, and who was denied ordinary disability retirement benefits,
shall be allowed to reapply for ordinary disability retirement benefits
from the New York state and | ocal enployees' retirenent system covering
the period from June 19, 1992 through March 1, 2003 if, within one year
of the effective date of this act, she shall file a witten request to
that effect with the state conptroller.

8§ 2. Al costs associated with the inplenmentation of this act shall be
borne by the state.

8§ 3. This act shall take effect inmediately.
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This bill would allow Lois J. Reid, a service retiree of the New York
State and Local Enpl oyees' Retirement Systemwith a date of retirenent
of March 1, 2003, to apply for a tenporary ordinary disability retire-
ment benefit for the period fromJune 19, 1992 through March 1, 20083.

If this bill is enacted during the 2023 |egislative session, and Lois
J. Reidis granted a tenporary disability benefit, there wll be an
i Mmedi ate past service cost of approximately $127, 000 which will be
borne by the State of New York as a one-tine paynent. This estinmate
assunes that paynent will be nade on March 1, 2024.

Menbership data as of March 31, 2022 was used in measuring the inpact
of the proposed change, the same data used in the April 1, 2022 actuari -
al valuation. Distributions and other statistics can be found in the
2022 Report of the Actuary and the 2022 Annual Conprehensive Financi al

The actuarial assunptions and nethods used are described in the 2020,
2021, and 2022 Annual Report to the Conptroller on Actuarial Assunp-
tions, and the Codes, Rules and Regul ations of the State of New York
Audit and Control.
