AN ACT to anmend the labor law, in relation to including bonus conpen-
sation in the definition of wages and forfeit of wages

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly., do enact as follows:

Section 1. Subdivision 1 of section 190 of the |labor law, as anended
by chapter 328 of the laws of 1972, is anended and a new subdi vi sion 10
is added to read as foll ows:

1. "Wages" nmeans the earnings of an enployee for |labor or services
rendered, regardless of whether the amount of earnings is determni ned on
a time, piece, conmssion,_ bonus, or other basis. The term "wages" also
includes benefits or wage supplements as defined in section one hundred
ninety-eight-c of this article, except for the purposes of sections one
hundred ni nety-one and one hundred ninety-two of this article.

10. "Bonus" constitutes wages as defined in subdivision one of this
section, regardless of the source of revenue, when (a) the fornula under
which a bonus is determned is certain and all the data utilized in

calculating the anpunt of a bonus under the formula is available to the
enpl oyer or (b) when the anmpunt of a bonus has been declared by the
enpl oyer.

8§ 2. The labor law is anended by adding a new section 193-a to read as
foll ows:

8 193-a. Wages non-forfeitable. Al wages covered under this article
shall be non-forfeitable once the anpunt of the wage is known or can
with reasonable certainty be known.

8§ 3. This act shall take effect imediately.
