AN ACT to anend the insurance law, in relation to insurance for victins
of a hate crine; and to repeal certain provisions of such law rel ating
thereto

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Section 3114 of the insurance | aw, as added by a chapter of
the laws of 2022 anmending the insurance law relating to insurance for
victine of a hate crinme, as proposed in legislative bills nunbers S.
7658-B and A. 8869-B, is REPEALED

8§ 2. The insurance |aw is anmended by addi ng a new section 3422 to read
as foll ows:

8§ 3422. Hate crines; coverage refusal. (a) For purposes of this
section, "insured' neans a current policyholder or a person or entity
that is covered under an insurance policy.

(b) This section shall apply to policies of insurance if the insured
or proposed insured is:

(1) an individual

(2) a business entity that is independently owned and operated and
enpl oys one hundred or fewer individuals;

(3) a religious organization;

(4) an educational organization; or

(5) any other nonprofit organization that is organized and operated
for religious, charitable or educational purposes.

(c) An insurer that issues or delivers a policy in this state shal
not cancel, refuse to issue, refuse to renew, or increase the preni um of
a policy or exclude, limt, restrict, or reduce coverage under such
policy solely on the basis that one or nore clains have been nade
agai nst any policy during the preceding sixty nonths for a loss that is
the result of a hate crinme, as defined pursuant to article four hundred

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eighty-five of the penal law, conmitted against the person or property
insured if the naned insured provides evidence to the insurer that the
act causing such loss is a result of a hate crine and that an insured
was not the perpetrator of the hate crine.

(d) Nothing in this section shall prohibit an insurer from canceling,
refusing to renew, increasing the premum of an insurance policy or
excluding, limting, restricting. or reducing coverage under such policy
due to other factors that are permtted by any other section of this
chapter, including the factors set forth in section two thousand three
hundred three of this chapter.

8 3. This act shall take effect on the ninetieth day after it shal
have becone a | aw and shall apply to all policies issued, renewed, nodi-
fied, altered or amended on or after such date; provided, however, that
the provisions of section one of this act shall take effect on the sane
date and in the sane manner as a chapter of the laws of 2022 anending
the insurance law relating to insurance for victinms of a hate crinme, as
proposed in legislative bills nunbers S. 7658-B and A. 8869-B, takes
effect.
