AN ACT to anmend the tax law, in relation to increasing the tax inposed
on the sale of tobacco products and the retail sale of vapor products

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly., do enact as follows:

Section 1. Subdivision 1 of section 471-b of the tax law, as anended
by section 2 of part QQ 1 of chapter 57 of the | aws of 2008, paragraphs
(a) and (b) as anended by section 18 and paragraph (c) as added by
section 19 of part D of chapter 134 of the |aws of 2010, is anmended to
read as foll ows:

1. There is hereby inposed and shall be paid a tax on all tobacco
products possessed in this state by any person for sale, except that no
tax shall be inposed on tobacco products sold under such circunstances
that this state is wthout power to inpose such tax, or sold to the
United States, or sold to or by a voluntary unincorporated organization
of the arned forces of the United States operating a place for the sale
of goods pursuant to regul ations pronul gated by the appropriate execu-
tive agency of the United States, to the extent provided in such regu-
| ations and policy statenents of such an agency applicable to such
sal es.

(a) Such tax on tobacco products other than [shuf—and] little cigars
shall be at the rate of [sewventy—five] one hundred twenty-nine percent

of the wholesale price, and is intended to be inposed only once upon the
sal e of any tobacco products other than [shruif—and] little cigars.

(b) [
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(6] Such tax on little cigars shall be at the same rate inposed on
cigarettes under this article and is intended to be inposed only once
upon the sale of any little cigars.

It shall be presuned that all tobacco products within the state are
subject to tax until the contrary is established, and the burden of
proof that any tobacco products are not taxable hereunder shall be upon
the person in possession thereof.

8§ 2. Section 1181 of the tax |law, as anmended by chapter 92 of the | aws
of 2021, is amended to read as follows:

8§ 1181. Inposition of tax. In addition to any other tax inposed by
this chapter or other law, there is hereby inposed a tax of [twenty]
forty-eight percent on receipts fromthe retail sale of vapor products
sold in this state. The tax is inposed on the purchaser and coll ected by
t he vapor products deal er as defined in subdivision (b) of section elev-
en hundred eighty of this article, in trust for and on account of the
state. The taxes inposed under this section shall not apply to adult-use
cannabi s products subject to tax under article twenty-C of this chapter.

8 3. This act shall take effect inmediately.
