AN ACT to anmend the insurance law, in relation to prohibitions on rebat-
i ng and discrimnation

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Subsection (c) of section 4224 of the insurance |law, as
anended by chapter 496 of the laws of 2013, is anended to read as
fol | ows:

(c) (1) Except as permtted by section three thousand two hundred
thirty-nine of this chapter or subsection (f) of this section, no such
life insurance conmpany and no such savings and insurance bank and no
of ficer, agent, solicitor or representative thereof and no such insurer
doing in this state the business of accident and health insurance and no
officer, agent, solicitor or representative thereof, and no |icensed
i nsurance broker and no enpl oyee or other representative of any such
insurer, agent or broker, shall pay, allow or give, or offer to pay,
allow or give, directly or indirectly, as an inducement to any person to
insure, or shall give, sell or purchase, or offer to give, sell or
purchase, as such inducenent, or interdependent with any policy of life
i nsurance or annuity contract or policy of accident and health insur-
ance, any stocks, bonds, or other securities, or any dividends or
profits accruing or to accrue thereon, or any val uable consideration or
i nducenent whatever not specified in such policy or contract other than
any val uabl e consideration, including but not Iinited to nerchandise or
periodical subscriptions, not exceeding twenty-five dollars in value;
nor shall any person in this state knowi ngly receive as such i nducenent,
any rebate of premiumor policy fee or any special favor or advantage in
the dividends or other benefits to accrue on any such policy or
contract, or knowingly receive any paid enploynent or contract for
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services of any kind, or any val uabl e consideration or inducenent what-
ever which is not specified in such policy or contract.

(2) Not wi t hst andi ng t he provisions of paragraph one of this
subsection, any services provided, or offered to be provided, by a life

insurance conpany or any officer, agent, solicitor or representative

thereof, or by an insurer doing in this state the business of accident
and health insurance and an officer, agent, solicitor or representative
thereof, or by a licensed insurance broker, an enployee or other repre-
sentative of any such, insurer, agent or broker; provided that such
services are offered or delivered as part of the sale or renewal of an
insurance policy, contract or group insurance policy and offered or

delivered in a non-discrimnatory nenner to all simlarly situated
insureds or potential insureds, whether or not such services are speci-
fied in such policy or contract, shall not be considered to be an

inducement or rebate prohibited by this section unless the superinten-
dent determ nes, after a notice and hearing, that the offer and sale of
such services constituted the sole reason for the purchase of such
insurance policy, contract or group insurance policy and that, but for
the offer or delivery of such service, the purchase of such policy or
contract would not have taken place.
