AN ACT to anend the education law, in relation to imigration status of
regi stered students

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly., do enact as follows:

Section 1. The education law is anmended by adding a new section 355-f
to read as foll ows:

8§ 355-f. Inmmigration status of registered students. 1. Notwi thstand-
ing any provision of lawto the contrary, no enployee or officer of the
university shall determne the specific details of a student's inm -
gration status except when required by federal law, pursuant to a court
order or as required in connection with tuition or financial aid eligi-
bility.

2. The board of trustees shall pronulgate standards for all colleges
and universities within the systemto ensure that a student shall not be
asked any questions on inmgration status other than any required deter-
mnation as required by subdivision one of this section that the student
is an inmmigrant. In no case shall a student be required to provide any
information on a student's lawful inm gration status, status as a refu-
gee, or status as an inmmgrant fromany specific nation.

8§ 2. The -education law is anended by adding a new section 6206-a to
read as foll ows:

8§ 6206-a. Inmmigration status of registered students. 1. Notwi thstand-
ing any provision of lawto the contrary, no enployee or officer of the
university shall determine the specific details of a student's inm -
gration status except when required by federal law, pursuant to a court
order or as required in connection with tuition or financial aid eligi-
bility.

2. The board of regents shall promulgate standards for all colleges
and universities within the systemto ensure that a student shall not be
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asked any questions on inmmgration status other than any required deter-
nm nation as required by subdivision one of this section that the student
is an inmigrant. In no case shall a student be required to provide any
information on a student's lawful imrmigration status, status as a refu-
gee, or status as an inmigrant fromany specific nation.

8§ 3. Severability. If any clause, sentence, paragraph, section or part
of this act shall be adjudged by any court of conpetent jurisdiction to
be invalid and after exhaustion of all further judicial reviewthe judg-
ment shall not be deenmed to affect, inpair or invalidate the renmai nder
thereof, but shall be confined in its operation to the clause, sentence,
par agraph, section or part of this act directly involved in the contro-
versy in which the judgenent shall have been rendered.

8 4. This act shall take effect immediately.
