AN ACT to anend the environnental conservation law, in relation to
deni al or suspension of permits due to certain crimnal offenses

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly., do enact as follows:

Section 1. Section 70-0115 of the environnental conservation law is
anended by adding a new subdivision 3 to read as foll ows:

3. The departnent shall deny or suspend a pernmit if the applicant or
permttee or any of its directors, officers or senior managenent have
been convicted of a crimnal offense involving fraud, bribery, perjury,
an of fense against public admnistration as that termis used in article
one hundred ninety-five of the penal law, or conspiracy to comit any
such offense, and, after a hearing or an opportunity for the applicant
or pernittee to be heard, the departnent nmakes a witten determ nation
that such crimnal offense is related to, involves, or arises fromthe
i ssuance of such permt, or any previous pernit issued to the applicant
or the pernttee; provided, however, that the departnent shall not be
required to deny or suspend such permt if the departnent determ nes
such pernit to be in the public interest or for public health and safe-
ty.
