AN ACT to anmend the crimnal procedure law, in relation to establishing
the chance to help notification act

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly., do enact as follows:

Section 1. Short title. This act shall be known and may be cited as
the "chance to help notification act".

8§ 2. Subdivision 7 of section 120.90 of the crinminal procedure |aw, as
anended by section 16 of part WWVof chapter 59 of the laws of 2017, is
amended to read as foll ows:

7. Upon arresting a juvenile offender or adol escent offender or youth
as defined in subdivision one of section 720.10 of this chapter, the
police officer shall imediately notify the parent or other person
legally responsible for his or her care or the person with whom he or
she is domiciled, that the juvenile offender or youth or adolescent
offender or vyouth has been arrested, and the location of the facility
where he or she is being detained, provided that the police officer need
not notify the parent or other person legally responsible for such
youth's care or the person with whomhe or she is domciled when such
youth is not also a juvenile offender and the notification of a parent
or other person would endanger the health or safety of such youth.

8§ 3. Subdivision 6 of section 140.20 of the criminal procedure |aw, as
anended by section 20 of part WWVof chapter 59 of the laws of 2017, is
anended to read as foll ows:

6. Upon arresting a juvenile offender or youth as defined in subdivi-
sion one of section 720.10 of this chapter or a person sixteen or
comenci ng Cctober first, two thousand ni neteen, seventeen years of age
without a warrant, the police officer shall inmediately notify the
parent or other person legally responsible for his or her care or the
person with whom he or she is domciled, that such of fender or person
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has been arrested, and the |location of the facility where he or she is
being detained, provided that the police officer need not notify the
parent or other person legally responsible for such youth's care or the
person with whom he or she is donmiciled when such youth is not also a
juvenile offender and the notification of a parent or other person would
endanger the health or safety of such youth. |If the officer determ nes
that it is necessary to question a juvenile offender or such person, the
officer nust take him or her to a facility designated by the chief
adm ni strator of the courts as a suitable place for the questioning of
children or, wupon the consent of a parent or other person legally
responsi ble for the care of the juvenile or such person, to his or her
resi dence and there question himor her for a reasonable period of tine.
A juvenile or such person shall not be questioned pursuant to this
section unless he or she and a person required to be notified pursuant
to this subdivision, if present, have been advi sed:

(a) of the juvenile offender's, youth's or such person's right to
remain silent;

(b) that the statenents nmade by himor her may be used in a court of
| aw;

(c) of his or her right to have an attorney present at such question-
i ng; and

(d) of his or her right to have an attorney provided for him or her
wi t hout charge if he or she is unable to afford counsel

In determining the suitability of questioning and determning the
reasonabl e period of tinme for questioning such a juvenile offender or
person, his or her age, the presence or absence of his or her parents or
other persons legally responsible for his or her care and notification
pursuant to this subdivision shall be included anbng rel evant consi der-
ations.

8 4. Section 150.20 of the crimnal procedure |law is anmended by addi ng
a new subdivision 4 to read as follows:

4. Upon issuing to and serving an appearance ticket as defined in
subdi vi sion one of section 150.10 of this article upon a youth as
defined in subdivision one of section 720.10 of this chapter, the police
officer shall notify the parent or other person legally responsible for
his or her care or the person with whomhe or she is domciled, that
such youth has been served with an appearance ticket, the tine set forth
in such appearance ticket for the youth's appearance before a crininal
court and the offense of which he or she is charged, provided that the
police officer need not notify the parent or other person legally
responsible for such youth's care or the person with whomhe or she is
domciled when such youth is not also a juvenile offender and the
notification of a parent or other person would endanger the health or
safety of such youth.
