AN ACT to anend the public service law, in relation to establishing
el ectric vehicle charging station reliability reporting and standards

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. The public service law is anmended by addi ng a new section
66-u to read as fol |l ows:

8 66-u. Electric vehicle charging station reliability reporting and
mai nt enance standards. 1. For purposes of this section, the follow ng
ternms have the follow ng neani ngs:

(a) "charging station" nmeans an electrical conponent assenbly or clus-
ter of conponent assenblies designed specifically to charge batteries
within electric vehicles by permtting the transfer of electrical energy
to a battery or other storage device in an electric vehicle;

(b) "excluded tine" neans the tine not included when calculating
uptine, as determ ned pursuant to the determ nation nade by the conmm s-
sion pursuant to subdivision three of this section; and

(c) "uptinme" neans the tine a charging station's hardware and software
are both operational and the charging station is able to successfully
di spense electricity. "Uptinme" shall not include excluded tine.

2. Beginning April first, tw thousand twenty-four, an entity that is
receiving an incentive funded by a state agency or through a charge on
ratepayers to install, own, or operate a charging station, in whole or
in part, shall report charging station uptine to the comm ssion. The
service provider selected by such entity to provide electricity for such
charging stations shall provide this data on behalf of the entity and
work with the station manufacturer and the site host through a service
level agreenent to ensure both software and hardware failures are
captured and resolved during the required reporting period. The service
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provider may al so select a designee qualified in the electronics opera-
tion., nmaintenance, and repair of charging stations to provide this data.

Entities that receive funding shall provide this information for a mni-
num of five vyears from the date on which the funding was received
unl ess the conmmi ssion deternmines nore tine is needed to coll ect data.

3. The commission shall develop a formula to calculate uptine to
provide consistent, standardized reporting of overall charging station
upti ne. The conmi ssion shall determine what events that render a
station inoperable constitute excluded tinme for purposes of devel oping
the formula. The commi ssion shall determine who should be accountable
for resolution of danages under excluded events, including vandalism and
extrene weat her events. Excluded events shall be reported to the comi s-
sion separately.

4. Beqginning Cctober first, two thousand twenty-four, the conm ssion
shall assess the uptine of public- and ratepayer-funded charging station
infrastructure, including whether there are differences in charging
station uptinme by population density, geographical area, or popul ation
incone level. The commission shall update the assessnents perforned
pursuant to this subdivision every two years. The conm ssion shal
protect confidential business information of the reporting persons and
entities, including but not linmted to., anonymnm zing and aggregating the
uptine data, to ensure no individual uptine data is identifiable in its

assessnents and reports.
5. On or before January first, two thousand twenty-five, the conm s-

sion shall devel op mninmumindustry operational standards for the |ong
term nmintenance, preservation, reliability, and uptine requirenents of
publicly funded electric vehicle charging equipnment. An entity receiving
public funding shall operate charging stations in conpliance with the
st andards devel oped by the conm ssion.

6. On or before April first., tw thousand twenty-five, the conm ssion
shall develop tools or incentives to inprove charging station reliabil-

Lty.
§ 2. This act shall take effect inmediately.
