The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. The real property law is anmended by addi ng a new section
236-a to read as foll ows:

8§ 236-a. Termnation of lease of a deceased tenant. Notw thstanding
any contrary provision contained in any |ease hereafter nade or renewed
which affects premi ses demi sed for residential use, or partly for resi-
dential and partly for professional use, the executor, administrator or
legal representative of a deceased tenant under such a | ease shall have
the option to termnate such a | ease upon notice given to the landlord
Such ternmination shall be effective as of the date on which the tenant's
estate notifies the landlord of its election to term nate and surrenders
possession of the prenises. Such term nation option shall be acconpanied
by the witten consent thereto of any co-tenant or guarantor of such
lease. Nothing in this section shall be construed to relieve the
tenant's estate of liability for rent noney or any debt incurred prior
to the date of ternmination of the |lease, including damages to the prem
ises and any expenses the landlord nmay incur as a direct result of the
tenant's death, except that the tenant's estate shall not be liable for
danmages or any other penalty for breach of inadequate notice as a result
of termnating a |lease under this section. Any notice or conmunication
required or authorized to be given hereunder shall be sent by registered
or certified mail, return receipt requested. This section shall not
apply to a proprietary lease, viz.: a lease to, or held by, a tenant
entitled thereto by reason of ownership of stock in a corporate owner of
