AN ACT to anend the executive law, in relation to establishing the
LGBTQ+ advi sory board

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly., do enact as follows:

Section 1. The executive law is anmended by adding a new article 45-C
to read as follows:

ARTI CLE 45-C
LGBTO+ ADVI SORY BOARD

Section 959. Definitions.
959-a. LGBTOQ+ advi sory board established.
959-b. Powers and duti es.

8 959. Definitions. For the purposes of this article, the follow ng
terns shall have the foll owi ng neani ngs:

1. "L@ABTO+ advisory board" or "board" shall nean the LGBTQ+ advisory
board established pursuant to section nine hundred fifty-nine-a of this
article.

2. "LABTO+" shall nean a nenber of the community consisting of |esbi-
an, gay, bisexual, transgender, qgueer or questioning, and other non-cis-
gender individuals, or a reference to such community as a whole.

8 959-a. LGEBTQ+ advisory board established. 1. There is hereby estab-
lished an advi sory board to be known as the "L@&TOQ+ advi sory board".

2. The board shall be conprised of twelve nenbers, to be appointed as
follows: four nmenbers to be appointed by the governor, three nmenbers to
be appointed by the tenporary president of the senate, three nenbers to
be appointed by the speaker of the assenbly, one nenber to be appointed
by the mnority |leader of the senate, and one nenber to be appointed by
the mnority | eader of the assenbly.
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3. All nmenbers appointed to the board shall be individuals who identi-
fy as LGEBTQO+. No individual shall be appointed as a board nenber who is
a nenber of the New York state legislature, a statewide elected offi-
cial, a conmssioner of an executive agency appointed by the governor,
or a state officer or enployee or a legislative enployee as defined in
section seventy-three of the public officers |aw

4. The initial appointnent of board nenbers pursuant to subdivision
two of this section shall be staggered as follows: three nenbers for a
termof one year, three nenbers for a termof twd years, three nenbers
for a termof three years, and three nenbers for a termof four years.
After the initial staggering of terns, such board nenbers shall be
appointed for a term of four years. No such board nmenber shall serve
nore than two consecutive four-year terns. The remainder of any such
term to which a board nmenber is appointed to fill a vacancy shall not
constitute a termin determning such board nenber's eligibility for
reappoi nt nent .

5. Vacancies in the nenbership of the conmm ssion shall be filled in
the sane manner provided for original appointnents. Al board nenbers
may be reappoi nt ed.

6. Board nenbers shall receive no conpensation for their services but
shall be allowed their actual and necessary expenses incurred in the
performance of their duties.

7. To effectuate the purposes of this section, the board nmay request
fromany departnent, board, bureau, comm ssion or other agency of the
state, and the sanme are authorized to provide, such cooperation and
assi stance, services and data as will enable the board to properly carry
out its functions pursuant to this section.

8 959-b. Powers and duties. The board shall have the powers and duties

to:

1. Advise the governor regarding the devel opnent of economic, profes-
sional, cultural, and educational |inks between New York state and the
LEBTO+ community in New York state and advise state agencies in devel op-
ing policies designed to neet the needs of the LGTOQ+ community in New
York state.

2. Undertake studies, conduct research, and prepare factual reports to
gather information to fornulate and present recomendations to the
governor relating to i ssues of concern and inportance to the LGBTQ+
conmmunity in New York state.

3. Advise the governor as needed regarding any statutory, requlatory,
or other issues of inportance to the LGTOQ+ comunity in New York state.

4, Wrk with state agencies to develop potential legislation and
requlatory changes relating to issues of concern and inportance to the
LE&TOQ+ community in New York state.

5. Submit an annual report to the governor, the tenporary president of
the senate, and the speaker of the assenbly detailing the actions of the
board., and any recommendations of the board to address issues of concern
and inportance to the LGBTQ+ conmunity in New York state.
