AN ACT to anend the energency tenant protection act of nineteen seven-
ty-four and the administrative code of the city of New York, in
relation to rent registration statenents filed by a limted liability

conpany

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Section 12-a of section 4 of chapter 576 of the laws of
1974, constituting the enmergency tenant protection act of nineteen
seventy-four, is amended by adding a new subdivision b-1 to read as
foll ows:

b-1. Notwi thstanding any other law to the contrary, when the owner of
a housing accommpdation is a linmted liability conpany and is register-
ing such housing accommbdation pursuant to this section, such limted
liability conpany shall be required to include in its subnmission to the
state division of housing and conmunity renewal a list of all beneficial
owners of such limted liability conpany and the proportion of each
owner's interest in such limted liability conpany. The requirenent set
forth by this section shall be in addition to the data required pursuant
to subdivision a of this section. For the purposes of this subdivision,
"beneficial owner" shall nean an individual who, directly or indirectly,
through any contract, arrangenent., understanding, relationship or other-
wise, owns any equity interest of an entity, and/or has a |level of
control over the funds or assets of the entity that, as a practical
matter, enables the individual, directly or indirectly, to control,
manage or direct the entity and the use of its funds and assets or any
part thereof.

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§ 2. Section 26-517 of the administrative code of the city of New York
i s anended by adding a new subdivision b-1 to read as foll ows:

b-1. Notwi thstanding any other law to the contrary, when the owner of
a housing accommpdation is a linmted liability conpany and is register-

ing such housing accommbdation pursuant to this section, such |limted
liability conpany shall be required to include in its subnmission to the
state division of housing and conmmunity renewal a list of all beneficial
owners of the menbership interests of such limted liability conpany and
the proportion of each direct or indirect nmenber's ownership interest in
such limted liability conpany. The requirenent set forth by this
section shall be in addition to the data required pursuant to subdivi-
sion a of this section. For the purposes of this subdivision, "benefi-
cial owner" shall nean an individual who, directly or indirectly,
through any contract., arrangenent. understanding, relationship or other-
wise, owns any equity interest of an entity., and/or has a |level of
control over the funds or assets of the entity that, as a practical
matter, enables the individual, directly or indirectly, to control,
nmanage or direct the entity and the use of its funds and assets or any
part thereof.

This act shall take effect inmediately; provided, however, that
the anendnments to section 26-517 of chapter 4 of title 26 of the adm n-
istrative code of the city of New York made by section two of this act
shall expire on the sane date as such | aw expires and shall not affect
the expiration of such |law as provi ded under section 26-520 of such | aw.
