AN ACT to anmend the vehicle and traffic law, in relation to allow ng
retired service nenbers to qualify for distinctive |icense plates

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Section 404-d of the vehicle and traffic |law, as anmended by
chapter 486 of the laws of 1996 and subdivision 3 as anmended by chapter
415 of the laws of 2001, is anended to read as foll ows:

8§ 404-d. Distinctive plates for nmenbers of the organized militia and
reserve. 1. Any current, active or retired nenber of the organized mli-
tia of the state of New York and any nenber of a reserve unit from this
state of any branch of the arned forces of the United States or the
spouse of any such nmenber shall, upon request, be issued a |license plate
bearing a militiaman and the appropriate organi zation -- arny nationa
guard, air national guard, state guard or naval nilitia, arny reserve
marine corps reserve, air force reserve, navy reserve or coast guard
reserve. |If a distinctive plate is issued to a nenber of the organized
mlitia pursuant to this section, such a distinctive plate shall not be
issued to the spouse of such nenber of the organized mlitia. Applica-
tion for said license plate shall be filed with the conm ssioner in such
formand detail as the conm ssioner shall prescribe, and shall be veri-
fied annually by the applicant.

2. The distinctive plate authorized in subdivision one of this section
shall be issued upon proof, satisfactory to the conm ssioner, that the
applicant or the spouse of the applicant is presently [ar] a current,
active or retired nenber of the organized nilitia or reserve.

3. Adistinctive plate issued pursuant to this section shall be issued
in the sane manner as other number plates upon paynent of the regul ar
registration fee prescribed by section four hundred one of this article
provi ded, however, that an additional one-tine service charge of ten
dollars shall be charged for such plate.
