AN ACT to anend the executive law and the adnministrative code of the
city of New York, in relation to requiring annual reports of |ega
settl enment paynments related to | aw enforcenent activity

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. The executive law is anended by adding a new section 837-x
to read as foll ows:

8 837-x. Settlenent reporting. 1. The conptroller shall make an annua
report which details all paynents nmade for legal settlenents relating to

| aw enforcenent activity. Such report shall include, but not be linmted
to, nonetary anmounts, plaintiffs and naned parties, and shall be
published on the website of the conptroller, provided, however, that
every plaintiff whose nane would be included in the report shall have

the option to have a pseudonymused in place of such plaintiff's nane.
Any naned party in a legal settlenent relating to | aw enforcenent activ-

ity who is or was a defendant in such action shall be naned in the
report and shall not have the option to use a pseudonymin place of such
defendant's nane. As used in this section, "law enforcenent” neans

every local police departnent, local correctional facility, each county
sheriff, the division of the state police, the departnent of corrections
and conmunity supervision, and every agency that enploys a peace officer
inthis state.

2. The person in charge of every local police departnent, |oca
correctional facility, each county sheriff, the superintendent of the
division of the state police, the comm ssioner of the departnent of
corrections and conmmunity supervision, and the person in charge of every
agency that enploys a peace officer in this state shall pronptly report
to the conptroller all paynents nade for legal settlenents relating to
| aw enforcenent activity, including but not limted to, all information

details and descriptions of any allegations or n sconduct involved in

each case, and shall provide each plaintiff the opportunity to elect to
use a pseudonym Notwi thstanding any provision of lawto the contrary,
failure to report all information required pursuant to the provisions of
this subdivision by a |law enforcenent agency shall result in a loss of
both eligibility for state funding and accreditation by the division for
such agency. Such eligibility for funding and accreditation by the divi-
sion shall be restored once such | aw enforcenent agency is in conpliance
with the provisions of this subdivision.

3. The conptroller, in consultation wth the division of crininal
justice services, shall pronulgate regulations to effectuate the report-
ing of data fromlaw enforcenent departnments sufficient to make the
reports required by subdivision one of this section.

4. The conptroller together wth the division of crimnal justice

services, shall identify |aw enforcenent departnents that fail to report
the required information. The division of crimnmnal justice services
shall, as part of any process to accredit police agencies, require al

such agencies to report any settlenments as described under this section

8§ 2. The admi nistrative code of the city of New York is anended by
addi ng a new section 14-193 to read as foll ows:

8 14-193 Settlenent reporting. The conptroller shall make an annua
report which details all paynents nmade for legal settlenents relating to
| aw enforcenent activity. Such report shall include, but not be limted
to, nonetary amounts, plaintiffs and nanmed parties, and details and
descriptions of any allegations or nisconduct involved in each case, and
shall be published on the website of the conptroller, provided., however,
that the conptroller shall provide every plaintiff whose nane would be
included in the report the option to have a pseudonymused in place of
such plaintiff's nane. Any naned party in a legal settlenent relating
to law enforcenent activity who is or was a defendant in such action
shall be nanmed in the report and shall not have the option to use a
pseudonym in place of such defendant's nane. Notw thstanding any
provision of law to the contrary, failure to report all information
required pursuant to the provisions of this section by a | aw enforcenent
agency to the conptroller shall result in a loss of both eligibility for
city funding and accreditation for such agency. Such eligibility for
funding and accreditation shall be restored once such | aw enforcenent
agency is in conpliance with the provisions of this section

§ 3. This act shall take effect inmediately.
