AN ACT to anend the vehicle and traffic law, the adm nistrative code of
the city of New York and the state finance law, in relation to trans-
portation acconmodation for passengers with disabilities

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Paragraph (d) of subdivision 3 of section 1696 of the vehi-
cle and traffic law, as added by section 2 of part AAA of chapter 59 of
the laws of 2017, is amended to read as foll ows:

(d) A TNC shall inplenent and naintain a policy and an oversight proc-
ess of providing accessibility to passengers or potential passengers
with a disability, including any accommbdations required by the Aneri-
cans with Disabilities Act of 1990, as anended and accomopdation of
service animals as such termis defined in section one hundred twenty-
three-b of the agriculture and narkets |law and shall to the extent prac-
ti cabl e adopt findings established by the New York state TNC accessi bil -
ity task force adopted pursuant to section twenty-one of [the] part AAA
of chapter fifty-nine of the laws of two thousand seventeen [that—added
this—section]. A TNC shall inplenent and maintain a docunented policy
and oversight process for providing such accessibility. A TNC shall not
i npose additional charges for providing services to persons wth phys-
ical disabilities because of those disabilities, nor shall it inpose
additional charge for providing services to persons using service
animals, and it shall nmake available on the nobile applications of such
TINC, or in any other nmethod provided by the TNC for requesting service,
the ability to indicate accommbdations as required by the Anericans with
Disabilities Act of 1990 including accommbdati on of service aninals.

8§ 2. The adnministrative code of the city of New York is anmended by
addi ng a new section 19-503.2 to read as foll ows:

8§ 19-503.2 Passengers wth disabilities. a. The conm ssion shal
pronul gate rules and regulations which ensure for-hire vehicle services
provi de any acconmopdations required by the Anericans with Disabilities
Act of 1990, as anended.

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b. The conmmi ssion shall pronulgate rules and regul ati ons which ensure
every for-hire vehicle service shall nake available on the nobile appli-

cation of such service or in any other nethod provided by the for-hire
vehicle service for requesting service, the ability to indicate accomp-
dations as required by the Anmericans with Disabilities Act of 1990
including accommbdation of service aninals.

§ 3. Section 1693 of the vehicle and traffic law is anmended by adding
a new subdivision 14 to read as foll ows:

14. A TNC shall collect twenty cents per trip provided by such TNC and
deposit the same in the on-denand vehicle accessibility fund established
pursuant to section ninety-b of the state finance |aw

8 4. The state finance law is anended by adding a new section 90-b to
read as foll ows:

8 90-b. On-demand vehicle accessibility fund. 1. There is hereby
established in the joint custody of the state conptroller and the
departnent of transportation an account of the mscellaneous special
fund to be known as the on-demand vehicle accessibility fund.

2. The conptroller is authorized and directed to receive for deposit
to the credit of the on-denmand vehicle accessibility fund designated for
such deposit by law including those derived fromthe surcharge author-
ized by subdivision fourteen of section sixteen hundred ninety-three of
the vehicle and traffic | aw

3. Moneys of this account, follow ng appropriation by the |egislature,

shall be available to support the state departnent of transportation for

expenses of providing incentives and investnents to ensure accessible
on-denand vehicle service for those with disabilities, including those

with service aninals.
