AN ACT to anend the education law, in relation to academc credit for
vet er ans

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. This act shall be known and nay be cited as the "veterans'
education through SUNY credits act".

8§ 2. The education |law is anmended by addi ng a new section 6355 to read
as foll ows:

8 6355. Expanding veterans' educational opportunities act. 1. For the
pur poses of this section, "veteran"” shall nean a person, nmale or fennle,
who has served in the active mlitary or naval service of the United
States during a war in which the United States engaged, and who has been
rel eased fromsuch service otherwi se than by di shonorable discharge, or
who has been furloughed to the reserve.

2. The state university of New York's board of trustees shall adopt a
policy requiring each state university of New York and city university
of New York, including colleges and community colleges, to award academ
ic credit to a student, who is also a veteran, enrolled in the universi-
ty, for courses that were part of the student's nilitary training or
service and that neet the standards of the American Council on Education
or equivalent standards for awarding the acadenic credit, if the award
of acadenmic credit is based upon the university's adm ssion standards.
Each university shall adopt the necessary rules, regulations, and proce-
dures to inplenment the provisions of this section.

3. No fee, tuition or other charge shall be assessed against a veteran
who qualifies for such credit pursuant to this section.

§ 3. This act shall take effect inmediately.
