AN ACT to anmend the education law, in relation to a registry for histor-
ic libraries and nmuseuns

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. The education law is anmended by adding a new section 115 to
read as foll ows:

8 115. Reqgistry for historic libraries and nmuseuns. 1. The depart nent
shall establish and maintain a registry of historic libraries and nuse-
uns in the state and nmaintain an online registry which includes the nane
and address of each library or museumthat has operated for over fifty
years and that has been accepted into the registry.

2. Ahistoric library or museum nust first be nom nated by an assenbly
nenber, senator, the governor or the |ieutenant governor. Nom nations
are limted to ten per elected official per term

3. (a) After alibrary or museumis nonm nated pursuant to subdivision

two of this section, such library or nuseum shall submt a conpleted
application for final approval. Such application shall be created by the
departnent and shall include the follow ng requirenents:

(i) The library or nuseum shall have operated in the state for fifty

or nore yvears with no break in operations exceeding tw years. The
library or nmuseum may have operated in nore than one |location, but shal
have operated in the sane nmunicipality for a mininmnumof fifty years; and

(ii) The library or nuseum has contributed to the municipality's
history and/or identity of such nunicipality.

(b) The departnent., upon receipt of a nomination and acconpanying
application, shall nwmke a deternination of whether the applicant neets
the requirenments necessary to be accepted into such registry. The nom -
nating elected official and the applicant shall be notified by the
departnment if such applicant is not accepted into the registry and shal
explain the reasons for the determination of ineligibility.

8 2. This act shall take effect on the one hundred twentieth day after
it shall have becone a law.
