AN ACT to amend the election law, in relation to use of voting systens
by municipalities

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Section 3-224 of the election | aw, as anended by chapter
180 of the |l aws of 2005, is anmended to read as foll ows:

8§ 3-224. Voting [#aeechines] systens; use of by other than the board of
el ections. The board of elections [#®y] shall, whenever possible,
permt towns, villages, school districts, fire, anbul ance, water, sani-
tation, police and other special districts within the county to use
voting [ Arachihes] systens and ot her equi prent owned by it and used for
the conduct of elections or for educational and instructional purposes,
upon such [+ental—and—other] terns and conditions as shall be fixed by
[H] the board of elections including a deternination of costs not to
exceed actual expenses of such board. Such board may sinmilarly pernit
the use of such [mechires] systens by associations and organi zations for
the conduct of elections where it judges the use of such [s#echines]
systenms for elections conducted by such associations and organizations
will be in the public interest.

§ 2. This act shall take effect on the first day of January next
succeedi ng the date on which it shall have becone a | aw.
