8 8450. Introduction. This article applies to the profession and prac-
tice of nusic therapy, and to the use of the titles "licensed profes-
sional nmusic therapist” and "licensed clinical nmusic therapist". The
general provisions for all professions contained in article one hundred
thirty of this title apply to this article.

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8 8451. Definitions. 1. (a) The practice of |licensed professiona
music therapy shall nean the clinical and evidence-based use of music
interventions to acconplish individualized goals for people of all ages

and ability levels within a therapeutic relationship, through the devel -
opnent of nusic therapy treatnment plans specific to the needs and
strengths of the client who may be seen individually and/or in groups.

(b) Alicensed professional nusic therapist uses interventions that
may include nusic inprovisation, receptive nusic listening, song wiit-
ing, lyric discussion, nmusic and imagery, singing, nusic performance,
learning through nusic, nmusic conbined with other arts, nusic-assisted
rel axation, nusic-based education, electronic nmusic technology, adapted
nusic interventions and novenent to nusic.

tive, of nental. envotional, developnental and behavioral disorders
through the use of nusic as approved by the departnent.

8§ 8453. State board for nusic therapy. A state board for nusic therapy
"the board". shall be appointed by the board of regents on recommenda-
tion of the conmmissioner for the purpose of assisting the board of
regents and the departnent on nmatters of professional licensing, prac-
tice, and conduct in accordance with section sixty-five hundred ei ght of
this title. The board shall be conposed of not |ess than twelve nenbers,

of which five shall be licensed professional nusic therapists, five
shall be licensed clinical nusic therapists, and two shall be nenbers of
the public. Menbers of the first board need not be licensed prior to

their appointnent to the board. The terns of the first appointed nenbers
shall be staggered so that four are appointed for three years, four are

Satis-
factory experience obtained in an entity operating under a waiver issued
by the departnment pursuant to section sixty-five hundred three-a of this
title may be accepted by the departnent. notw thstanding that such expe-
rience may have been obtained prior to the effective date of such
section and/or prior to the entity having obtained a waiver.

3. Prohibit or limt the practice of a profession licensed pursuant to
this article by a student., intern or resident in., and as part of. a
supervi sed educational programin an institution approved by the depart-
nent .

4., Prohibit or limt the provision of pastoral counseling services by
any nenber of the clergy or Christian Science practitioner, within the
context of his or her nministerial charge or obligation.

5. Prohibit or limt individuals, churches, schools, teachers, organ-
izations, or not-for-profit businesses, from providing instruction
advi ce, support. encouragenent, or information to individuals, fanmlies,
and rel ational groups.

6. Prohibit or limt an occupational therapist from performng work
consistent with article one hundred fifty-six of this title.

7. Prohibit or limt any individual whose training and national
certification attests to the individual's preparation and ability to
practice his or her certified profession or occupation, if that person
does not represent hinself or herself as a licensed professional nmusic
therapist or licensed clinical nmusic therapist.

8 8457. Special provisions. 1. This section shall apply to al
professions licensed pursuant to this article, unl ess ot herw se
provi ded.

2. Any nonexenpt person practicing a profession to be licensed pursu-
ant to this article shall apply for a license under this article within
one vear of the effective date of this article. If such person does not
neet the requirenents for a license established within this article,
such person nay neet alternative criteria determned by the departnent
to be the substantial equivalent of such criteria.

3. Any person who holds an active board certification credential in
music therapy froma national certification body having certification
standards acceptable to the comri ssioner shall be licensed as a licensed
professional nmusic therapist on the effective date of this section with-
out neeting any additional education, experience, or exanination
requirenents.

4. Any person who holds an active board certification credential in
nusic therapy from a national certification body having certification
standards acceptable to the conm ssioner and a master's degree in _nusic
therapy or a related field shall be licensed as a licensed clinical
nusic therapist on the effective date of this section wthout neeting
any additional education, experience, or exam hation requirenents.

5. Any person who is licensed as a creative arts therapist and who
possesses a mninmumof a bachelor's degree in nusic therapy or its
equivalent on the effective date of this section shall be |licensed as a
licensed clinical nusic therapist without neeting any additional educa-
tion, experience, or examnation requirenents.

6. Any person who possesses a mninmumof a baccal aureate degree in
nusic therapy on the effective date of this section, who has ten years
of post-graduate nusic therapy enploynent and holds an active board
certification credential in nusic therapy froma national certification
body. and neets the requirenents for a license pursuant to this article,
except for examination, and who files with the departnent within one
year of the effective date of this section, shall be licensed as a
licensed clinical nusic therapist.

8 8458. Boundaries of professional conpetency. 1. It shall be deened
practicing outside the boundaries of his or her professional conpetence
for a person licensed pursuant to this article, in the case of treatnent

of any serious nental illness, to provide any nental health service for
such illness on a continuous and sustained basis without a nedical eval-
uation of the illness by, and in consultation with, a physician regard-
ing such illness. Such nedical evaluation and consultation shall be to
deterni ne and advise whether any nedical care is indicated for such
illness. For purposes of this section, "serious nental illness" neans

schi zophreni a, schizoaffective disorder, bipolar disorder, mjor depres-
sive disorder, panic disorder, and obsessive-conpul sive disorder

2. (a) Any individual whose license or authority to practice derives
fromthe provisions of this article shall be prohibited from

(i) prescribing or adnmnistering drugs as defined in this chapter as a
treatnment, therapy., or professional service in the practice of his or
her profession; or

(ii) using invasive procedures as a treatnent, therapy, or profes-
sional service in the practice of his or her profession. For purposes of
this subdivision, "invasive procedure” neans any procedure in which
human tissue is cut, altered, or otherwise infiltrated by mechanical or
ot her neans. Invasive procedure includes surgery, lasers, ionizing radi-
ation, therapeutic ultrasound, or electroconvul sive therapy.

(b) (i) Unless authorized to practice speech-1anguage pathol ogy., nusic
therapists shall not evaluate, examine, instruct, or counsel on speech,
| anguage., comuni cation, and swallowi ng disorders and conditions. Wen
providing educational or healthcare services, a nusic therapist shal
not replace the services provided by an audiologist or a speech-|anguage

pat hol ogi st.

(ii) An individual licensed as a professional nusic therapist shal
not represent to the public that the individual is authorized to treat a
conmuni cation disorder. This shall not prohibit an individual licensed

as a professional nusic therapist fromrepresenting to the public that
the individual may work with clients who have a conmuni cation di sorder
and address communi cation skills.

(iii) Before providing nusic therapy services to a client for an iden-
tified clinical or developnental need, the licensee shall review wth
the healthcare provider or providers involved in the client's care, the
client's diagnosis, treatnent needs, and treatnent plan

(iv) Before providing nusic therapy services to a student for an iden-
tified educational need, the licensee shall reviewwith the individual
famly support plan or individualized education program team the
student's diagnosis, treatnent needs, and treatnent plan.

(v) During the provision of music therapy services to a client, the
licensee shall collaborate, as applicable, with the client's treatnent
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team including physicians, psychologists, licensed clinical social
workers, or other nmental health professionals.

(vi) During the provision of nmusic therapy services to a client with a
conmuni cation disorder, the |licensed professional nmusic therapist shal
coll aborate and discuss the nusic therapy treatnent plan wth the
client's audiologist or speech-language pathol ogi st.

§ 8459. Mandatory continuing conpetency. 1. (a) Each licensed profes-
sional music therapist or licensed clinical nusic therapist shall regis-
ter triennially with the departnment to practice in the state and nust
conply with the provisions of the nmandatory continuing conpetency
requirenents prescribed in this section, except as provided in para-
graphs (b) and (c) of this subdivision. Those who do not satisfy the
nandat ory continuing conpetency requirenents shall not be authorized to
practice wuntil they have net such requirenents, and they have been
issued a registration certificate, except that a person nmay practice
without having net such requirenents if he or she is issued a condi-
tional registration pursuant to subdivision four of this section.

(b) Each licensed professional nusic therapist or licensed clinica
nusic therapist shall be exenpt fromthe nandatory continuing conpetency
requirenent for the triennial registration period during which they are
first licensed. Adjustnment to the nmandatory continuing conpetency
requirenents nmay be granted by the departnent for reasons of health of
the licensee where certified by an appropriate health care professional
for extended active duty with the arned forces of the United States, or
for other good cause acceptable to the departnent which nmay prevent

conpl i ance.
(c) Alicensed professional nusic therapist or licensed clinical nusic

therapist not engaged in practice, as determned by the departnent,
shall be exenpt from the nmandatory continuing conpetency requirenent
upon the filing of a statenent with the departnent declaring such
status. Any licensee who returns to the practice of nusic therapy during
the triennial reqgistration period shall notify the departnent prior to
reentering the profession and shall nmeet such mandatory continuing
conpetency requirenents as shall be prescribed by regulations of the
conm Sssi oner.

2. At the end of each triennial registration period, an applicant for
re-registration as a licensed professional nusic therapist or |icensed
clinical nusic therapist nust provide proof of holding an active board
certification credential in nmusic therapy froma national certification
body having certification standards acceptable to the conm ssioner.

3. (a) During each triennial registration period an applicant for
registration as a licensed professional nusic therapist or licensed
clinical nusic therapist shall conplete a nmininumof thirty-six hours of
acceptable learning activities which contribute to continuing conpe-
tence, as specified in subdivision four of this section. A maxi num of
twelve hours of the thirty-six hours may be self-instructional course-
work acceptable to the departnent. At least twenty-four hours of the
thirty-six hours shall be in areas of study pertinent to the scope of
practice of nusic therapy. Wth the exception of continuing education
hours taken during the registration period imediately preceding the
effective date of this section, continuing education hours taken during
one triennium may not be transferred to a subsequent triennium

(b) Thereafter, a |licensee who has not satisfied the mandatory contin-
ui ng conpetency requirenents shall not be issued a triennial registra-
tion certificate by the departnment and shall not practice unless and
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until a conditional registration certificate is issued as provided for
in subdivision four of this section

4. The departnent, in its discretion, may issue a conditional reqgis-
tration to a licensee who fails to neet the continuing conpetency
requirenents established in subdivision three of this section, but who
agrees to make up any deficiencies and conplete any additional |earning
activities which the department may require. The fee for such a condi -
tional registration shall be the sane as, and in addition to, the fee
for the triennial registration. The duration of such conditional regis-
tration shall be determined by the departnent but shall not exceed one
vear. Any licensee who is notified of the denial of reqgistration for
failure to submit evidence, satisfactory to the departnent. of required
continuing conpetency learning activities and who practices w thout such
registration may be subject to disciplinary proceedings pursuant to
section sixty-five hundred ten of this title.

5. As used in subdivision three of this section., "acceptable |earning
activities" shall nean activities which contribute to professional prac-
tice in nmusic therapy, and which neet the standards prescribed in the
regulations of the conmissioner. Such learning activities shall include,
but not be limted to, collegiate level credit and non-credit courses,
self-study activities, independent study, formal nentoring activities,
prof essional devel opnent prograns and technical sessions, publications
in professional journals and professional devel opnent prograns; such
learning activities my be offered and sponsored by national, state,
regional, and |ocal professional associations and other organizations or
parties acceptable to the departnent, and any other organized educa-
tional and technical learning activities acceptable to the departnent.
Providers (other than those indicated below as exenpt fromthe approval
process) nust subnit an application to the state board for nusic thera-
py. Types of approved providers include:

(a) any higher education institution that offers prograns that are
registered in New York state as leading to licensure in nusic therapy;

(b) a national, regional, state, or local sponsor or provider of
coursework or training that is approved by the Anerican Misic Therapy
Association (AMIA) or the Certification Board for Miusic Therapists, |nc.
(CBMI): postsecondary institutions, or a consortium of such insti-
tutions, that offer prograns that are registered as leading to either
licensure in nmusic therapy or authorization to practice as a nusic ther-
apist, or equivalent professional education prograns accredited by an
acceptabl e accrediting agency, for credit and non-credit offerings;

(c) an entity, hospital or health facility defined in section two
thousand ei ght hundred one of the public health |aw

(d) or an equivalent organization as determ ned by the departnent.
Organi zations that fall under the first three paragraphs listed above do
not have to submt a fee or an application for approval as a provider of
continuing education for nusic therapists. However, they nust register
with the state board for nusic therapy by conpleting an approved provid-
er reqgistration form Educational institutions which provide education
as part of a licensure qualifying program or sponsors who have had their
course approved by the Certification Board for Misic Therapists, lInc.
(CBMI) do not need to submit an application. Courses approved by the
CBMI automatically qualify for approval in New York state. The depart-

nent may, in its discretion and as needed to contribute to the health
and welfare of the public, require the conpletion of continuing conpe-
tency learning activities in specific subjects to fulfill this nandatory

continuing conpetency requirenent. Learning activities nust be taken
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froma sponsor approved by the departnment, pursuant to the regulations
of the conmm ssioner.

6. A licensed professional nmusic therapist or licensed clinical nmusic
therapi st shall nmintain adequate docunentation of conpletion of accept-
abl e continuing conpetency activities and shall provide such docunenta-
tion at the request of the departnment. Failure to provide such docunen-
tation upon request of the departnent shall be an act of m sconduct
subject to the disciplinary proceedings pursuant to section sixty-five
hundred ten of this title.

7. The nmndatory continuing conpetency fee shall be forty-five
dollars, payable on or before the first day of each triennial reqgistra-
tion period, and shall be paid in addition to the triennial registration
fee.
