AN ACT to anend the general city law, in relation to requiring that a
city with a population of one mllion or nmore shall provide curbside
conposting collection sites

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. The general city lawis anmended by adding a new section
20-h to read as fol |l ows:

8 20-h. Curbside conposting collection. 1. For the purpose of this
section, the following terns shall have the follow nhg nmeani ngs:

(a) "Conpostable waste" and "organic waste" shall nean materials,
including but not linmted to food scraps, plant trinmmngs, food-soiled
paper and certified conpostable products, that will:

(i) undergo degradation by biological processes during conposting to
vield carbon dioxide, water, inorganic conpounds, and bionass at a rate
consistent with other known conpostable materials; and

(ii) leave no visible, distinguishable or toxic residue, including no
adverse inpact on the ability of conposts to support plant growth once
the finished conpost is placed in soil

(b) "Organics recycler" neans a facility, permtted by the departnent,
that recycles organic waste through use as aninal feed or a feed ingre-
dient, rendering, land application, conposting, aerobic digestion, anae-
robic digestion, fernentation, or ethanol production. Ani mal  scraps,
food soiled paper, and post-consuner food scraps are prohibited for use
as animal feed or as a feed ingredient. The proportion of the product
created from organic waste by a conposting or digestion facility,
including a wastewater treatnent plant that operates a digestion facili-
ty, or other treatnment system nust be used in a beneficial nanner as a
soil anmendnent and shall not be disposed of or incinerated.

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(c) "lIncinerator"” shall have the sane neaning as provided in section
72-0401 of the environnental conservation |aw
(d) "landfill" shall have the sane nmeaning as provided in section

72-0401 of the environnental conservation |aw.

(e) "Transfer facility" neans a solid waste managenent facility,
whether owned or operated by a private or public entity, other than a
recyclables handling and recovery facility, used oil facility, or a
construction and denolition debris processing facility, where solid
waste is received for the purpose of subsequent transfer to another
solid waste managenent facility for processing, treating, disposal,
recovery, or further transfer.

2. Wthin one vear after the effective date of this section, any city
with a population of one mnmllion or nore shall establish curbside
conposting collection sites in the city. For every five thousand peopl e,
there shall be at |east one curbside conposting collection site. Such
curbsi de conposting collection sites shall

a) encourage residents to separate conpostable waste from garbage and
ot her recycl ables and place the conpostable waste in |abeled containers;

(b) consistent with the best waste collection practices to avoid odor
and vermn, establish requirenents for conposting containers, |abels and
| iner bags; and

(c) provide collection and education resources for the public, includ-
ing requl ar periodical guidance, training. updates, signage and flyers
for the purposes of teaching and retaining effective procedures for
sorting materials for organics and other recycling.

3. Each city subject to the provisions of this section shall

(a) arrange for bi-weekly collection days for such curbside conposting
collection sites;

(b) arrange for conpostable waste to be transported and/or processed
separately from garbage and recycling; and

(c) requlate organics recyclers to ensure that their activities do not
inpair water quality or otherwi se harm hunman health and the environnent.

4, (a) Any waste transporter that collects organic waste from such
curbside conposting collection sites shall

(i) deliver organic waste to a transfer facility that wll deliver
such organic waste to an organics recycler; or

(ii) deliver such organic waste directly to an organics recycler.

(b) Any waste transporter that transports organic waste froma resi-
dential facility shall take all reasonable precautions to not deliver
the organic waste to an incinerator or a landfill nor comm ngle the
material with any other solid waste unless such commi ngl ed waste can be
processed by an organics recycler.

8 2. This act shall take effect inmediately.
