AN ACT to anend the social services law, in relation to providing inter-
net access to all individuals residing in tenporary housing; and to
amend the New York state urban developnment corporation act, in
relation to the ConnectAll digital equity grant program

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Subdivision (k) of section 17 of the social services |aw,
as relettered by chapter 424 of the laws of 2017, is relettered subdivi-
sion (1) and a new subdivision (k) is added to read as follows:

(k) require that all tenporary housing facilities shall provide access
to high-speed broadband internet service and WFi service to all indi-
viduals residing in such tenporary housing. The WFi service shall be
nmade available in private and conmmpbn areas accessible to residents.
Such shelter shall have at | east one router and at |east one nodem or
any technological equivalent that performs the function of providing an
area with high-speed broadband internet service. For the purposes of
this subdivision, the term "hi gh-speed broadband internet service" neans
internet service with downl oad speeds of at |east one gigabit per second
and upl oad speeds of at |east one gigabit per second, or if such speeds
are not available the naxi nrum downl oad and upload speeds commercially
available within the local social services district. The term "W Fi
servi ce" neans access to hi gh-speed broadband internet through wreless
router which connects to the internet by wire or cable. For purposes of
this subdivision, tenporary housing shall include but not be linmted to,
shelters for adults, shelters for adult families, small-capacity shel-
ters, shelters for famlies with children, donestic violence shelters,
runaway and honel ess youth shelters, shelters in hotels or shelters for
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refugees. Each tenporary housing facility shall submt their plan to
provide internet access pursuant to this subdivision to the departnent
for oversight and approval within one year of the effective date of this
subdi vision. Tenporary housing facilities shall inplenent and conply
with such plans within one year of such approval

(1) (i) A tenporary housing facility shall not use, disclose, sell,
retain, or permt access to the personal information pertaining to a
person residing in tenporary housing obtained in the course of providing
internet access except as required to provide such access w thout regard
to content, application, service, or use of a non-harnful device, or to
respond to a warrant or subpoena issued by a court of conpetent juris-
diction.

(ii) For the purposes of this subdivision, personal infornmation shal
nean infornmation that directly or indirectly identifies, relates to,
describes, is capable of being associated with, or could reasonably be
linked to a particular individual, famly. or personal device. |nforna-
tion is reasonably linkable to an individual, famly, or personal device
if it can be wused onits own or in conbination with other reasonably
available information, regardl ess of whether such other information is
held by the social services district or tenporary housing facility, to
identify an individual, famly, or a personal device.

(2) Any contract or agreenent for internet access provided by an
internet service provider to a tenporary housing facility shall have the
same ternms and conditions, other than the requirenments of this section
as the reqularly priced conparable internet plan offered by such inter-
net service provider

(3) Local social services districts, tenporary housing facilities, and
their enployees and subcontractors shall not be required to actively
nonitor or control the infornation accessed through the WFi service and
shall not be held responsible for any illegal and/or crimnal activities
conmm tted, orchestrated, or organized through the provided WFi access
by residents.

(4) \Were credentials, such as a password and usernane, are necessary
to access WFi, tenporary housing facilities nmust conspicuously display
such credentials in all public areas of the facility. Tenporary housing
facilities need not disclose the credentials to access WFi that is
reserved for staff or energency service use

(5) Wiere a tenporary housing facility is a hotel or notel as defined
in section one hundred thirty-one-v of this chapter. and such tenporary
housing facility provides WFi access to patrons at no additional cost,
such facility shall provide WFi to all residents, wthout discrim -
nation at no additional cost.

Subdi vi si on 10 of section 16-gg of section 1 of chapter 174 of
the laws of 1968, as added by section 2 of part MW of chapter 58 of the
| aws of 2022, is anended to read as foll ows:

10. ConnectAll digital equity grant program The ConnectAll digital
equity grant program is hereby established to support individuals to
have the information technol ogy capacity needed for full participation
in society and the econony, including the effective inplementation of a
State Digital Equity Plan or any successor plan and to facilitate, fund,
or reinburse, the provision of internet access as provided in subdivi-
sion (k) of section 17 and section 153 of the social services |aw
Grants issued pursuant to this programshall be awarded in a manner and
form as determned by the division consistent with all relevant federa
| aws, codes, rules, and regul ations associated with the federal Digital
Equity Act as established under the Infrastructure Investment and Jobs
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Act. The division shall establish such State Digital Equity Plan and the
procedures to solicit, receive and eval uate proposals for the program
consistent with rules, regulations, or guidelines established by the
conmi ssi oner .

8 3. This act shall take effect inmediately; provided, however, that
the anendnents to subdivision (I) of section 17 of the social services
|l aw made by section one of this act shall not affect the repeal of such
subdi vi sion and shall be deened repeal ed therewith. Effective i mediate-
ly, the addition, anendnent and/or repeal of any rule or regulation
necessary for the inplenentation of this act on its effective date are
aut hori zed to be made and conpl eted on or before such effective date.
