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AN ACT to anend the public health law, in relation to the nininum age
for lifeguards

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly., do enact as follows:

Section 1. Section 225 of the public health Iaw is anmended by adding a
new subdi vision 5-d to read as foll ows:

5-d. The state sanitary code shall:

(a) require all swi nmming pools, bathing beaches, and children's canps
to enploy qualified |lifeguards that nmeet the following qualifications:

(i) be at least seventeen years of age, except:

(A) a maximumof fifty percent of the required total nunber of [life-
guards on duty may be at least fifteen years of age provided they are
under the direct supervision of an aquatic supervisory staff, superviso-
ry lifeguard, or canp aquatics director as required by parts six and
seven of the state sanitary code; and

(B) lifeguards required for wilderness swi mmng nust be at |east eigh-
teen years of age; and

(ii) nmeet lifeqguarding, first aid and CPR certification requirenents
as required in parts six and seven of the state sanitary code; and

(b) require all qualified lifeguards while on duty at the waterfront
to not be engaged in duties or activities which distract themfromthe
direct supervision of the waterfront.

8§ 2. This act shall take effect on the ninetieth day it shall have
become a law Effective inmmediately, the addition, amendnent and/or
repeal of any rule or regulation necessary for the inplenentation of
this act onits effective date are authorized to be made and conpl et ed
on or before such effective date.
