AN ACT to anend the general business law, in relation to the restriction
of certain substances in nenstrual products

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Paragraph (b) of subdivision 1 of section 399-aaaa of the
general business |aw, as added by chapter 362 of the laws of 2019, is
anended and three new paragraphs (c), (d) and (e) are added to read as
fol | ows:

(b) "menstrual product” shall nean products used for the purpose of
catching nenstruation and vaginal discharge, including but not limted
to tanpons, pads, and nmenstrual cups. These products may be either
di sposabl e or reusabl e[ -] .

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c) "restricted substance" shall nean an unsafe chemical for inclusion
in nenstrual products as deternined by the comn ssioner of health, which
shall include, but not be limted to, lead., nercury and related
conpounds, formal dehyde, triclosan, toluene, talc, dibutyl phthalate,
di (2)exylhexyl phthalate, butylphenyl nethylpropional and isobutyl-,
i sopropyl -, butyl-, propyl paraben. and perfluoroalkyl and polyfluoroal-
kyl subst ances;

(d) "perfluoroal kyl and pol yfl uoroal kyl substances" shall nean a cl ass
of fluorinated organic chemcals containing at |least one fully fluori-
nated carbon atom

(e) "intentionally added ingredient" shall nean any elenent or
conpound that a mnmanufacturer has intentionally added to a nenstrua
product. and which has a functional or technical effect in the finished
product. including, but not linmted to, the conponents of intentionally
added fragrance, flavoring and colorants, and the intentional breakdown
products of an added el enent or conpound that also has a functional or
technical effect on the finished product.

8§ 2. Subdivision 4 of section 399-aaaa of the general business law is
renunbered subdivision 5 and a new subdivision 4 is added to read as
foll ows:

4. No nenstrual products distributed, sold or offered for sale in this
state, whether at retail or wholesale, for personal, professional or
commercial use, or distributed for pronotional purposes, shall contain

(a) as of the effective date, a restricted substance present as an
intentionally added ingredient at any level:; or

(b) as of two vears after thresholds are established in regulation,
but no later than January first, two thousand twenty-eight, a restricted
substance at or above a level that the departnent of health, in consul -
tation with the departnent of environnmental conservation., shall estab-
lish in regulation that is the lowest |evel that can feasibly be
achi eved; provided. however, that the departnent of health and depart-
nent of environnental conservation shall review such |level every five
years to determine whether it should be lowered. The comn ssioner of

health shall pronul gate regul ations establishing these |levels no later
than a year after the effective date of this section.
8 3. This act shall take effect twelve nonths after it shall have

becone a law Effective imediately, the addition, anmendnent, and/or
repeal of any rule or regulation necessary for the inplenentation of
this act on its effective date are authorized to be nade and conpl eted
on or before such effective date.
