AN ACT to anend the adm nistrative code of the city of New York, in
relation to repair or replacenent of danaged residential |ateral sewer
and water pipes

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. The administrative code of the city of New York is anended
by adding two new sections 24-316.1 and 24-534 to read as follows:

8 24-316.1 Water lateral pipe repair or replacenent. Wen at | east
three properties within a radius of seven hundred fifty feet have been
issued a three-day notice to repair a danaged residential lateral water
pi pe pursuant to subdivision (p) of section 20-02 of title 15 of the
rules of the city of New York within a six-npnth period, and, after
investigation by the departnent of environnmental protection of the <city
of New York and an opportunity to submt evidence to such departnent., in
accordance wth rules pronulgated by such departnent, by any applicable
public utility conpany, as defined in section tw of the public service
law, such departnent concludes, based on substantial evidence, that the
infrastructure, electric current or other activity of any such public
utility conpany was a cause of significant danmage to such residentia
lateral water pipe, such public utility conpany shall be responsible for

the repair or replacenent of such pipe. In any investigation by the
departnent of environnental protection pursuant to this section, the
applicable public utility conpany shall cooperate wth such investi-

gation, and conply with any requests by such departnent relating to such
investigation. Any public wutility found to have caused significant
danage, after an investigation as provided in this section, shall be
responsible for all costs associated wth such investigation, and

Any public wutility found to have caused significant
danmage, after an investigation as provided in this section, shall be
responsible for all costs associated wth such investigation., and
paynent shall be due for such costs within sixty days after the depart-
nent of environnental protection has issued its concl usion.
