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AN ACT to anend the penal law, in relation to carjacking

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. The penal law is anended by adding a new article 161 to

read as foll ows:

Section 161.00 Carjacking; defined.
161.05 Carjacking in the third degree.

8 161.00 Carjacking; defined.

Carj acki ng. A person commts carjacking when, in the course of
conmtting larceny of a notor vehicle fromthe person or presence of
another person. he or she uses or threatens the imediate use of phys-
ical force upon another person for the purpose of:

1. Preventing or overcomng resistance to the taking of the notor
vehicle or to the retention thereof inmediately after the taking; or

2. Conpelling the owner of such nptor vehicle or another person to
deliver up the notor vehicle or to engage in other conduct which aids in
the conmi ssion of the larceny.

§ 161.05 Carjacking in the third degree.

A person is guilty of carjacking in the third degree when he or she
forcibly steals a nptor vehicle fromthe person or presence of another
person.

Carjacking in the third degree is a class D fel ony.

8 161.10 Carjacking in the second degree.

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A person is gquilty of carjacking in the second degree when he or she
forcibly steals a notor vehicle fromthe person or presence of another
person and when:

1. He or she is aided by another person actually present; or

2. In the course of the conm ssion of the crine or of imediate
flight therefrom he or she or another participant in the crine:

(a) Causes physical injury to any person who is not a participant in
the crine; or

(b) D spl ays what appears to be a pistol, revolver, rifle, shotgun
nmachi ne gun or other firearm

Carjacking in the second degree is a class C felony.

§ 161.15 Carjacking in the first degree.

A person is qguilty of carjacking in the first degree when he or she
forcibly steals a nptor vehicle fromthe person or presence of another
person and when, in the course of the conmmssion of the crine or of
imediate flight therefrom he or she or another participant in the
Ccrine:

1. Causes serious physical injury to any person who is not a partic-
ipant in the crine; or

2. |Is arnmed with a deadly weapon; or

3. Uses or threatens the imediate use of a dangerous instrunent; or

4, Di splays what appears to be a pistol, revolver, rifle, shotgun
nmachi ne gun or other firearm except that in any prosecution under this
subdivision, it is an affirmative defense that such pistol, revolver
rifle, shotgun, machine gun or other firearmwas not a |oaded weapon
from which a shot, readily capable of producing death or other serious
physical injury, could be discharged. Nothing contained in this subdi-
vision shall constitute a defense to a prosecution for, or preclude a
conviction of, <carjacking in the second degree, carjacking in the third
degree or any other crine.

Carjacking in the first degree is a class B fel ony.
