AN ACT to anend the social services law, in relation to removing certain
restrictions on access to home care services; and to repeal certain
provi sions of such law relating thereto

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Subparagraph (i) of paragraph (e) of subdivision 2 of
section 365-a of the social services |law, as amended by section 2 of
part MM of chapter 56 of the laws of 2020, is anended to read as
fol | ows:

(i) personal care services, including personal emergency response
services, shared aide and an individual aide, subject to the provisions
of subparagraphs (ii), (iii), (iv)[—&] and (vi) of this paragraph
furnished to an individual who 1is not an inpatient or resident of a
hospital, nursing facility, internediate care facility for individuals
with intellectual disabilities, or institution for nental disease, as
determined to neet the recipient's needs for assistance when cost effec-
tive and appropriate, and when prescribed by a qualified independent
physician selected or approved by the departnent of health, in accord-
ance with the recipient's plan of treatnment and provided by individuals
who are qualified to provide such services, who are supervised by a
regi stered nurse and who are not menbers of the recipient's famly, and
furnished in the recipient's hone or other |ocation
