The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly., do enact as follows:

Section 1. Subparagraph (v) of paragraph (a) of subdivision 2 of
section 2803 of the public health |law, as added by chapter 807 of the
| aws of 1985, is anended to read as fol |l ows:

(v) standards and procedures relating to hospital operating certif-
i cates, provided however, that the council shall establish mninmm
acceptabl e standards and procedures equal to the standards and proce-
dures which federal |aw and regulation require for hospitals to qualify

as providers pursuant to titles XVIII and X X of the federal social
security act. The existing state standards and procedures in effect on
the date that this subdivision becomes effective shall be deemed to

constitute maxi mum standards and procedures for purposes of limting
medi cal assistance rei nbursenent pursuant to the social services |aw.
Such standards and procedures nay thereafter be changed or added to by
the council only upon the recomendati on of the comm ssioner. For the
purposes of ensuring that the health and safety of the residents of
hospitals are not endangered, the council may promul gate changes in the
m ni num acceptable standards and procedures referred to herein upon
reconmendati on of the comi ssioner. Provided, however, the counci
shall promulgate regulations requiring that the addition of, decertif-
ication of, or changes in the nethod of delivery of perinatal services
by a general hospital shall be subject to an application under this
article that requires review and approval by the council, and
