AN ACT to anend the nental hygiene law, in relation to authorizing
certain providers of services to administer and di spense net hadone or
ot her controlled substances

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Paragraphs 4 and 5 of subdivision (b) of section 32.09 of
the nmental hygiene | aw, as added by chapter 558 of the laws of 1999, are
anended to read as foll ows:

4. the applicant is able to conply with all applicable state and
federal |aws; [and]

5. the applicant will establish procedures to effectively inplement a
detoxification program to further relieve addicts from dependence upon
met hadone or such other controlled substances prescribed for treatnent
i n subj ect mai ntenance prograns; and

6. the applicant has established, or taken concrete steps to estab-
lish, a community advisory board consisting of residents of the commni -
ty served by such applicant to consider and advise the provider on
matters concerning the developnent of any plans or programs of such
provider.

§ 2. The openi ng paragraph of subdivision (c) of section 32.31 of the
mental hygiene law, as amended by chapter 529 of the [aws of 2004, is
anended to read as foll ows:

The commi ssi oner shall not approve a certificate of incorporation or
articles of organization or application for establishnent unless the
provi sions of subdivision (a) and, in cases involving the adm nistration
and di spensing of nethadone or other controll ed substances, subdivision
(b) of section 32.09 of this article have been net and that the comm s-
sioner is satisfied, insofar as applicable, as to:
