AN ACT to amend the education law, in relation to establishing a maxi mum
tenperature in school buildings and indoor facilities

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. The education law is anended by adding a new section 409-n
to read as foll ows:

8 409-n. Maximum tenperatures in school buildings and facilities. Al
conmon, union free, central, central high schools, city school districts
and boards of cooperative educational services shall develop a policy
for ensuring the health and safety of students, faculty, and other
enployees, on extreme heat condition days. For the purpose of this
section, extreme heat condition days shall be defined as days when the
occupi able educational and support services spaces are found to be
eighty-two degrees or greater Fahrenheit. For the purpose of this
section, support services spaces shall not include kitchen areas used in
the preparation of food for consunption by students. For the purpose of
this section., roomtenperature shall be neasured at a shaded | ocati on,
three feet above the floor near the center of the room Schools shall be
required to take action to relieve heat-related disconfort when the
occupi ed space tenperature reaches eighty-two degrees Fahrenheit. These
actions nmay include, but are not limted to, turning off the overhead
lights, pulling down shades or blinds, turning on fans, opening class-
room doors and wi ndows to increase circulation, turning off unused el ec-
tronics that produce heat. and providing water breaks. Educational and

a. policies and procedures for response to energency situations
including extrenme heat conditions, such as those requiring evacuation,
sheltering, and |ock-down. These policies shall include, at a mninum
evacuation routes, shelter sites, and procedures for addressing mnedica
needs, transportation and emergency notification of parents and guardi -
ans;
