AN ACT to anend the penal law and the crimnal procedure law, in
relation to establishing the crine of aggravated grand | arceny

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. The penal law is amended by adding a new section 155.32 to
read as foll ows:

§ 155.32 Aggravated grand | arceny.

A person is guilty of aggravated grand | arceny when he or she conmits
the crime of grand larceny in the fourth degree in violation of subdivi-
sion eight of section 155.30 of this article and has been convicted
within the previous five years of grand larceny in the fourth degree in
violation of subdivision eight of section 155.30 of this article.

Aggravated grand larceny is a class D felony.

8§ 2. Paragraphs (t) and (u) of subdivision 4 of section 510.10 of the
crimnal procedure |aw, paragraph (t) as anmended and paragraph (u) as
added by section 2 of subpart B of part UU of chapter 56 of the |Iaws of
2022, are anended and two new paragraphs (v) and (w) are added to read
as foll ows:

(t) any felony or class A m sdeneanor involving harmto an identifi-
abl e person or property, or any charge of crimnal possession of a
firearm as defined in section 265.01-b of the penal |aw, where such
charge arose from conduct occurring while the defendant was released on
his or her own recogni zance, rel eased under conditions, or had yet to be
arraigned after the issuance of a desk appearance ticket for a separate
felony or class A misdeneanor involving harmto an identifiable person
or property, or any charge of <crimnal possession of a firearmas
defined in section 265.01-b of the penal law, provided, however, that
the prosecutor nmust show reasonabl e cause to believe that the defendant
commtted the instant crinme and any underlying crine. For the purposes
of this subparagraph, any of the underlying crines need not be a quali-
fying of fense as defined in this subdivision. For the purposes of this
paragraph, "harm to an identifiable person or property" shall include
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but not be limted to theft of or damage to property. However, based
upon a review of the facts alleged in the accusatory instrunent, if the
court determ nes that such theft is negligible and does not appear to be
in furtherance of other «crimnal activity, the principal shall be
rel eased on his or her own recogni zance or under appropriate non-none-
tary conditions; [e+]

(u) crimnal possession of a weapon in the third degree as defined in
subdi vi sion three of section 265.02 of the penal |aw or crimnal sale of
a firearmto a mnor as defined in section 265.16 of the penal |law -] .

(v) grand larceny in the fourth degree as defined in subdivision eight
of section 155.30 of the penal |aw where such charge arose from conduct
occurring while the defendant was released on his or her own recogni-
zance, released under conditions, or had yet to be arraigned after the
issuance of a desk appearance ticket for the crinme of grand larceny in
the fourth degree as defined in subdivision eight of section 155.30 of
the penal law. or

(w) aggravated grand larceny as defined in section 155.32 of the penal

as defined in section 155.32 of the penal |aw,_ enterprise corruption as
defined in section 460.20 of the penal |aw, or noney |laundering in the
first degree as defined in section 470.20 of the penal |aw,

(d) The court shall deny the notion to prevent renoval of the action
in youth part unless the court nmakes a determ nation upon such notion by
the district attorney that [ex+acrdinary] one or nore circunstances
exist that should prevent the transfer of the action to famly court,
including, but not limted to, where the defendant is charged with grand
larceny in the fourth degree as defined in subdivision eight of section
155.30 of the penal law or aggravated grand |arceny as defined in
section 155.32 of the penal |aw.
