AN ACT to amend the executive law, in relation to creating an advisory
board to the New York state office of the chief disability officer

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Subdivision 3 of section 4-b of the executive lawis
anended by addi ng a new paragraph (d) to read as foll ows:

(d) (i) An office of the <chief disability officer advisory board
consisting of state enployees, whose nunber shall be designated by the
governor, is created to review the office of the chief disability offi-
cer's operations and nmake reconmmendations relating to the office of the
chief disability officer's policies and procedures.

(ii) The governor shall appoint nenbers of the advisory board. The
nenbers of the advisory board shall be state enployees fromthe office
for people with devel opnental disabilities, the New York state office of
enpl oyee relations, the departnment of <civil service, the office of
nental health, ACCESS VR the New York state commi ssion for the blind
and any representative fromother executive agencies or departnents as
determ ned by the governor and shall represent a diversity of experience
relevant to activities of the office of the chief disability officer.
Al advisory board nenbers shall be current state enployees and their
duties on the advisory board shall not come with additional conpensation
or other state benefits. Advisory board nenbers shall serve at the plea-
sure of the governor.

(iii) The board shall choose a chair fromanong its nmenbership.

§ 2. This act shall take effect i mediately.
