AN ACT to anmend the tax law, in relation to increasing the applicable
percentage of the child tax credit allowed in the enpire state child
tax credit to forty-five percent

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Paragraph 1 of subsection (c-1) of section 606 of the tax
| aw, as anended by section 1 of part HH of chapter 56 of the laws of
2023, is anmended to read as foll ows:

(1) A resident taxpayer shall be allowed a credit as provided herein
equal to the greater of one hundred dollars times the nunmber of qualify-
ing children of the taxpayer or the applicable percentage of the child
tax credit allowed the taxpayer under section twenty-four of the inter-
nal revenue code for the same taxable year for each qualifying child.
Provi ded, however, in the case of a taxpayer whose federal adjusted
gross incone exceeds the applicable threshold amount set forth by
section 24(b)(2) of the Internal Revenue Code, the credit shall only be
equal to the applicable percentage of the child tax credit allowed the
t axpayer under section [24] twenty-four of the Internal Revenue Code for
each qualifying child. For the purposes of this subsection, a qualifying
child shall be a child who neets the definition of qualified child under
section 24(c) of the internal revenue code. The applicabl e percentage
shall be [thirty-—three] forty-five percent. For purposes of this
subsection, any reference to section [24] twenty-four of the Interna
Revenue Code shall be a reference to such section as it existed inme-
diately prior to the enactment of Public Law 115-97.

8§ 2. Subsection (c-1) of section 606 of the tax |aw is amended by
addi ng a new paragraph 5 to read as foll ows:

(5) For taxable years beginning on or after January first, two thou-
sand twenty-four, an enpire state child credit pursuant to this
subsection may, at the election of the taxpayer in a formand nmanner to
be prescribed by the conm ssioner, be paid to the taxpayer as foll ows:
(i) for ampunts equal to or less than two hundred dollars, the paynent
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or refund shall be made in a lunp sum (ii) for anmounts in excess of two
hundred dollars and less than two thousand four hundred dollars, the
paynent or refund shall equal three quarterly checks each equal to twen-
ty-five percent of the taxpayer's anticipated credit ampunt, and the
remai ni ng bal ance of such paynent or refund shall be included in any
final refund owed to the taxpayer following the conpletion of the
taxpayer's tax return; and (iii) for anmpunts equal to or greater than
two thousand four hundred dollars, the paynent or refund shall be paid
in equal nonthly paynents equal to the total anpbunt thereof divided by
twel ve.

8 3. This act shall take effect inmediately and shall apply to taxable
years beginning on or after January 1, 2024.
