AN ACT to anmend the labor law, in relation to requiring contractors and
subcontractors enpl oyed by the state to subnit their payrolls or tran-
scripts to the comm ssioner

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. The labor law is anended by adding a new section 220-j to
read as foll ows:

8 220-j. Payroll reporting requirenents. 1. As used in this section:

a. "Contractor" neans any entity entering into a contract to perform
construction, denolition, reconstruction, excavation, rehabilitation,
repair, installation, renovation, alteration, or customfabrication,
which is subject to the provisions of this article.

b. "Subcontractor" neans any entity subcontracting with a contractor
to perform construction, denplition, reconstruction, excavation, reha-
bilitation, repair, installation, renovation, alteration, or custom
fabrication, which is subject to the provisions of this article.

C. "Covered project"” neans any project subject to the provisions of
this article, including but not limted to, public work projects,
privately owned prevailing wage projects and those subject to the
provi sions of sections two hundred twenty-four-a, two hundred twenty-
four-d and sections two hundred twenty-four-f of this article.

d. "Monthly" neans at | east once every thirty days while work i s being
performed on a covered project and within thirty days after the fina
day of work was perforned on the covered project.

2. Each contractor and subcontractor working on a covered project
shall furnish records consistent with subparagraph (iii) of paragraph a
of subdivision three-a of section two hundred twenty of this article
directly to the conmi ssioner in the foll owi ng manner:

a. submt records nonthly unless such covered project contract
requires nore frequent reporting requirenents;

b. in an electronic format, in a manner prescribed by the conm ssion-
er, on the departnment's website;
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c. provide docunentation of each fund., plan or program where any
suppl enent has been paid or provided for:; and

d. provide a copy of the paynent bond required by section one hundred
thirty-seven of the state finance law, including all information open to
public inspection.

3. a. Acontractor or subcontractor who fails to furnish records
pursuant to this section relating to its enployees, shall be subject to
a penalty by the conm ssioner of one hundred dollars for each day such
contractor or subcontractor is in violation of this section.

b. The commi ssioner shall not level a penalty pursuant to this subdi-
vision until such contractor or subcontractor fails to furnish such
electronic records fourteen days after the requirenents set forth in
paragraph a of subdivision two of this section.

C. Such penalties pursuant to this subdivision shall only accrue to
the actual contractor or subcontractor who failed to furnish such

requi red records.

d. Al penalties collected pursuant to this section shall be used by
the departnment for prevailing wage enforcenment.

e. The departnent shall undertake activities it deens necessary to
nonitor and enforce conpliance with this section.

4. No |later than Decenber thirty-first, tw thousand twenty-four, the
departnent shall develop and inplenent an online database of electronic
certified payroll records submtted pursuant to this section. Such data-
base shall be publicly accessible, but not include personally identifi-
able information. Such database shall be searchable, including each
avai l able payroll record subset.

8 2. This act shall take effect inmediately.
