AN ACT to anmend the vehicle and traffic law and the public authorities
law, in relation to limting the nunber of tolls charged on trucks and
limting the Triborough bridge and tunnel authority's power to raise
its toll schedul e

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Subdivision 1 of section 1704-a of the vehicle and traffic
| aw, as added by section 1 of subpart A of part ZZZ of chapter 59 of the
| aws of 2019, is anended to read as fol |l ows:

1. Consistent with the goals of reducing traffic congestion within the
central business district and funding capital projects the Triborough
bridge and tunnel authority shall have the power, subject to agreenents
with its bondhol ders, and applicable federal |aw to establish and charge
variable tolls and fees for vehicles entering or remaining in the
central business district at any tine and shall have the power, subject
to agreenents with bondhol ders, and applicable federal |aw to make rul es
and regul ations for the establishment and collection of central business
district tolls, fees, and other charges. For purposes of establishing a
central business district toll or tolls the board shall, at mninum
ensure annual revenues and fees collected under such program |ess costs
of operation of the sane, provide for sufficient revenues into the

central business district tolling capital |ockbox fund, established
pursuant to section five hundred fifty-three-j of the public authorities
| aw necessary to fund fifteen billion dollars for capital projects for

the 2020 to 2024 MIA capital program and any additional revenues above
that armount to be avail able for any successor prograns. Additionally, no
toll may be established and charged on passenger vehicles registered
pursuant to subdivision six of section four hundred one of this chapter
and trucks as defined in section one hundred fifty-eight of this chapter
nmore than once per day for purposes of entering the <central business
district.

1704-b to read as foll ows:

§ 1704-b. limtation on toll increases in relation to the centra
business tolling program The toll schedule authorized for entry into
or remaining in the central business district pursuant to section seven-
teen hundred four-a of this article shall not be increased after the
receipts of all tolls total one billion dollars.

§ 3. Subdivision 4 of section 1630 of the vehicle and traffic law, as
anended by section 2 of subpart A of part ZZZ of chapter 59 of the | aws
of 2019, is anended to read as foll ows:

4. Charging of tolls, taxes, fees, licenses or permts for the use of
the highway or any of its parts or entry into or remaining within the
central business district established by article forty-four-C of this
chapter, where the inposition thereof is authorized by |aw. Such tol
schedul e shall not be increased after the receipt of all tolls total one
billion dollars.

8 4. Subdivision 12-a of section 553 of the public authorities |aw, as
added by section 4 of subpart A of part ZZZ of chapter 59 of the |aws of
2019, is anmended to read as foll ows:

12-a. To establish and charge variable tolls, fees and other charges
for wvehicles entering or remaining within the central business district
and to nmake rules and regulations for the collection of such tolls, fees
and ot her charges, subject to and in accordance with such agreenent with
bondhol ders and applicable federal law as may be nade as hereinafter
provided. Subject to agreenents wi th bondhol ders and applicabl e federa
law, all tolls, fees and other revenues derived fromthe central busi-
ness district tolling programshall be applied to the paynent of operat-
ing, admi nistration, and other necessary expenses of the authority prop-
erly allocable to such program including the capital costs of such
program and to the paynent of interest or principal of bonds, notes or
other obligations of the authority or the netropolitan transportation
authority issued for transit and comuter projects as provided in
section five hundred fifty-three-j of this title, and shall not be
subj ect to distribution under section five hundred sixty-nine-c of this
title or section twelve hundred nineteen-a of this chapter. The
provi sions of section twenty-eight hundred four of this chapter shal
not be applicable to the tolls and fees established by the authority
pursuant to this subdivision. Any such fares, tolls, and other charges
shall be established and changed only if approved by resolution of the
authority adopted by not less than a mapjority vote of the whole nunber
of menmbers of the authority then in office, with the chairman havi ng one
additional vote in the event of atie vote, and only after a public
hearing. Such toll schedule authorized pursuant to this subdivision
shall not be increased after the receipts of all tolls total one billion
dol | ars.
