AN ACT to anmend the vehicle and traffic law, in relation to offsetting
publicly avail able parking spaces repl aced by designated bus | anes or
renoved by capital projects in the city of New York and requiring a
public hearing to be held prior to elimnating such parking spaces

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Section 1111-c of the vehicle and traffic law is anmended by
addi ng a new subdivision (n) to read as foll ows:

(n) 1. The city of New York shall offset each publicly available
commercial or residential parking space replaced by a designated bus
lane in any bus rapid transit programroute inplenented after Novenber
first, two thousand twenty-three by dedicating an equal quantity of
publicly available commercial or residential parking spaces within a one
bl ock radius for each parking space that is elimnated or renoved.

2. Prior to elimnating or renoving any publicly available commercia
or residential parking space, the city of New York shall convene no |ess
than one public hearing wthin the bounds of the comunity board
affected no less than thirty days prior to such deternmination to consid-
er alternative parking replacenents. The city of New York shall provide
a mnimum of fourteen days' notice before each hearing, placing notice
in a proninent |ocation on the public website of the agency with prinary
responsibility for managing the project.

8§ 2. Paragraph 2 of subdivision (a) of section 1642 of the vehicle and
traffic law is amended to read as foll ows:

2. (i) Parking, standing, stopping and backing of vehicles; provided,
however, that any city having a population of one mllion or nore shal
dedi cate an equal quantity of publicly available commercial or residen-
tial parking spaces for each parking space elininated or renoved by a

(ii) Prior to elimnating or renpving any publicly available conmer-
cial or residential parking space, the city of New York shall convene no
| ess than one public hearing within the bounds of the conmmunity board
affected no less than thirty days prior to such determnation to consid-
er alternative parking replacenents. The city of New York shall provide
a mninmum of fourteen days' notice before each hearing by placing notice
in a proninent |ocation on the public website of the agency with prinary
responsibility for managing the project.

§ 3. This act shall take effect inmmedi ately; provided, however, that
the anendnents to section 1111-c of the vehicle and traffic | aw nmade by
section one of this act shall not affect the repeal of such section and
shall be deened repeal ed therewth.
