AN ACT establishing a tenporary state commission to study and nake
recommendations on violence in state correctional facilities; and
providing for the repeal of such provisions upon expiration thereof

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. A tenporary state comrission is hereby created to study and
make reconmendations to the governor and the |egislature concerning the
causes and consequences of violence in state correctional facilities.

The commssion wll place particular enphasis on changes in |evels of
vi ol ence and the causes of those changes, but will not be restricted to
t hose topics.

8 2. a. The commission shall consist of fourteen nenbers to be

appoi nted as foll ows:

(i) the conm ssioner of the departnment of correctional services and
community supervision or his or her designee, who shall serve as chair
of the conm ssion;

(ii) the conm ssioner of the office of nental health or his or her
desi gnee;

(iii) the president of the union representing correctional officers or
his or her designee;

(iv) the president of the union representing correctional |ieutenants
or his or her designee;

(v) the president of the union representing professional enployees or
his or her designee;

(vi) the president of John Jay College of Crimnal Justice or his or
her desi gnee;

(vii) the executive director of the Correctional Association of New
York or his or her designee;
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(viii) the executive director of Prisoner's Legal Services of New York
or his or her designee; and

(ix) six nenbers to be appointed as foll ows:

(1) two shall be appointed by the governor;

(2) two shall be appointed by the tenporary president of the senate;
and

(3) two shall be appointed by the speaker of the assenbly.

b. Vacancies in the appointed nenbers of the conmmission shall be
filled in the manner provided for original appointnents. Menbership on
the comm ssion shall not constitute a public office.

8 3. The nenbers of the conm ssion shall receive no conpensation for
their services, but shall be allowed their actual and necessary expenses
incurred in the performance of their duties hereunder

8 4. The nenbers of the comm ssion shall be given unrestricted access
to all state correctional facilities and to receive unredacted copi es of
any docunents nmmai ntained by such facilities, although docunents that are
confidential under state or federal |aw nay not be disclosed by nenbers
of the commi ssion to individuals or organizations otherw se unauthorized
to receive such docunments and all such copies of such docunents shall be
destroyed upon the expiration of this act.

8 5. The comnission shall publish a final report of its findings and
make any recomrendations it may deem necessary and appropriate to the
governor, the tenporary president of the senate, the speaker of the
assenbly, the chairperson of the senate crine victins, crinme and
correction commttee and the chairperson of the assenbly correction
commttee no later than two years after the effective date of this act.

8 6. This act shall take effect inmediately and shall expire and be
deened repeal ed two years after such date.
