AN ACT to anend the public health law, in relation to requiring patient
transporters to nmeet certain mininmumrequirenments

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. This act shall be known and may be cited as "Melania's
| aw'.

8 2. The public health law is amended by adding a new section 2831 to
read as foll ows:

8§ 2831. Patient transporters. 1. For the purposes of this section., the
terns:

(a) "Patient transporter" shall nmean a person who provides the
services of transportation of patients in internal healthcare facility
noves including, but not limted to, novenents to and fromtesting or
treatnent areas, discharging of patients, and operation of transport
equi pnent to escort patients throughout a healthcare facility. It shal
only include those persons who hold the job title of transporter.
"Patient transporter” shall exclude high-level <clinical teans that
provide the services of internal healthcare facility transportation for
patients with high-acuity, or who present with certain synptonms as may
be deternined by the comr ssioner and nobile code teans.

(b) "Healthcare facility" shall nean facilities subject to this arti-
cle.

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2. A person shall not function as a patient transporter in a health-
care facility and a healthcare facility shall not enploy or otherw se
contract for the services of a patient transporter unless the patient
transporter has successfully passed a state accredited basic life
support course, in which know edge and skills in cardi opul nbnary resus-
citation using autonated external defibrillators and relieving airway
obstructions is taught. Healthcare facilities shall provide such course
to enpl oyees and potential enployees at no cost to such individual. Such
training shall also be considered work tine.

3. A patient transporter currently enployed or otherw se contracted by
a healthcare facility who does not neet the requirenents of subdivision
two of this section shall have eighteen nonths fromthe date of enact-
nent of this act to neet such requirenents.

4. Nothing in this section shall prohibit any healthcare professiona
from performng patient transporter tasks or functions if the person is
acting within the scope of his or her practice.

5. Nothing in this section shall be construed as a patient transporter
duty to assess and act in a situation where basic |life support may be

required.

8§ 3. This act shall take effect January 1, 2025. Effective i mediate-
ly, the addition, amendnment and/or repeal of any rule or regulation
necessary for the inplenentation of this act on its effective date are
aut horized to be nmade and conpl eted on or before such effective date.
