CONCURRENT RESOLUTI ON OF THE SENATE AND ASSEMBLY

proposing anendnments to article 7 of the constitution, in relation to
itens of appropriation

Section 1. Resolved (if the Assenbly concur), That section 3 of arti-
cle 7 of the constitution be amended to read as foll ows:

8§ 3. At the tine of submitting the budget to the legislature the
governor shall submt:

(a) a bill or bills containing all the proposed appropriations and
reappropriations included in the budget [ard], provided, however, that
such appropriations and reappropriations shall be consistent wth and
constrained by the provisions of existing state law at the tinme of
submi ssion or consistent with proposed legislation intended to anend
such existing law, except for nonetary anpbunts where appropriate; and

(b) the proposed legislation, if any, recomrended therein, which shal
be in a nonappropriation bill or bills separate and distinct fromthe
appropriation bill or bills.

The governor may at any tine within thirty days thereafter and, wth
the consent of the legislature, at any time before the adjournment ther-
eof, amend or supplenent the budget and submit anendnents to any bills
submtted by himor her or submit supplenental bills.

The governor and the heads of departnents shall have the right, and it
shall be the duty of the heads of departnments when requested by either
house of the legislature or an appropriate comiittee thereof, to appear
and be heard in respect to the budget during the consideration thereof,
and to answer inquiries relevant thereto. The procedure for such appear-
ances and inquiries shall be provided by |aw
