AN ACT to anend the civil service law, in relation to authorizing the
Syracuse Hancock International Airport to hire and pronote enployees
on a permanent basis

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Section 65 of the civil service law is anmended by adding a
new subdivision 7 to read as foll ows:

7. Syracuse regional airport authority operated airport. Not wi t h-
standing any law, rule or regulation to the contrary, the Syracuse
Hancock International Airport may: (a) appoint or pronbte to a pernma-
nent position in the exenpt class for titles that are critical airport
nmanagenent and supervisory positions that include but are not linted to
airport or authority: director and assistant director; nmnager or
assistant manager; aircraft rescue and firefighting chief; aviation
finance director; comercial developnent officer; aviation security,
operations responsible for FAR Part 139 conpliance; and chief operating
officer; whenever there is no appropriate eligible list available for
filling a vacancy in the selective exenpt class; (b) if such appointee
shall be deternmined by such airport or authority as qualified; and (c)
no person shall be appointed., pronoted or enployed under any title not
appropriate to the duties to be perforned and., except upon assignnent by
proper authority during the continuance of a tenporary energency Situ-
ation, no person shall be assigned to performthe duties of any position
unl ess he or she has been duly appointed, pronpted, transferred or rein-
stated to such position in accordance with the provisions of this subdi-
vision and the rules prescribed thereunder.
