AN ACT to anend the election law, in relation to the use and di scl osure
of synthetic nedia

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Short title. This act shall be known and may be cited as
the "political artificial intelligence disclainmer (PAID act".

§ 2. Section 14-106 of the election law is anmended by adding a new
subdi vision 2-a to read as foll ows:

2-a. (a) Any political comunication covered by this section which was

produced by or includes any synthetic nedia shall be required to
di sclose the use of such synthetic nedia. The disclosure on printed or
digital political conmuni cati ons, including but not Ilimted to
brochures, flyers, posters, nmailings, or internet advertising shall be

printed or typed in an appropriate legible formto read as foll ows:
"This political communication was created with the assistance of artifi-
cial intelligence". The disclosure on non-printed or digital politica

communi cations shall clearly and prominently display and/or speak the
following statenent: "This political conmunication was created with the
assistance of artificial intelligence". In the case of a political

conmuni cation that is not visual, such as radio or autonated telephone
calls, clearly speaking the statenent will satisfy the requirenents of
this subdivision

(b) For the purposes of this subdivision, "synthetic nedia" neans any
form of nedia including text, inage, video or sound fully or partially
created or nodified through the use of artificial intelligence algo-
rithns.

8 3. This act shall take effect January 1, 2024.
