The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Subdivision (c) of section 1621 of the vehicle and traffic
| aw, as anended by chapter 420 of the laws of 1968, is anmended to read
as foll ows:

(c) Such departnent of transportation shall cause signs to be erected

to inform persons of the |egal overhead clearance for all bridges and
el evated structures on hi ghways under its jurisdiction. The | egal clear-
ance shall be one foot |ess than the nmeasured cl earance. The neasured

cl earance shall be the mninum height to the bridge or structure neas-
ured vertically fromthe traveled portion of the roadway. On bridges or
structures having fourteen feet or nore of neasured clearance, no such
signs shall be required. The departnent of transportation shall cause
to inform and furnish to an owner or operator of trucks, commerci al
vehicles, tractors, tractor-trailer conbinations, tractor-senmitrailer
conbinations, or tractor-trailer-senitrailer conbinations a list of each
legal clearance height for all bridges and el evated structures on high-
ways under its jurisdiction.
