AN ACT to anmend the penal law, in relation to establishing the crines of
crimnal trespass on school grounds or children's canp and crimnal
trespass on a school bus in the first and second degrees; to anend the
vehicle and traffic law, in relation to certain signage on schoo
buses; and to anend the education law, in relation to professiona
devel oprment school bus driver safety training seminars

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. The penal law is anended by adding a new section 140.09 to
read as foll ows:

8 140.09 Crimnal trespass on school grounds or children's canp.

A person is qguilty of crinmnal trespass on school grounds or chil-
dren's canp when he or she conmits the crine of crimnal trespass in the
first degree pursuant to section 140.17 of this article and such build-
ing or grounds is wutilized as an elenentary or secondary school or a
children's overnight canp or a summer day canp as defined in section
thirteen hundred ninety-two of the public health lawin violation of
conspi cuously posted rules or regulations governing entry and use there-
of .

Crinmnal trespass on school grounds or children's canp is a class C
fel ony.

8 2. The penal law is anended by adding a new section 140.18 to read
as foll ows:

8 140.18 Crimnal trespass on a school bus in the second degree

1. A personis guilty of crinmnal trespass on a school bus in the
second degree when he or she:

(a) WIlfully denolishes, destroys, defaces, injures, burns, or
danages any public school bus.

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(b) Enters a public school bus while the door is open to load or
unload students, while at a railroad grade crossing, or after being
forbidden fromdoing so by the authorized school bus driver in charge of
the bus, or upon demand of a principal of a school to which the bus is
assigned or other duly authorized school systemofficial.

(c) As an occupant of a public school bus, refuses to | eave the bus on
demand of the authorized school bus driver in charge of the bus, or upon
demand of a principal of a school to which the bus is assigned or other
duly authorized school systemofficial.

(d) WIilfully stops, inpedes, delays, or detains any public school bus
bei ng operated for public school purposes.

2. Paragraphs (b)., (c¢). and (d) of subdivision one of this section
shall not apply to a child who is |less than sixteen years of age or to
aut hori zed school personnel who are boarding the school bus as part of
their job assignnent.

Cimnal trespass on a school bus in the second degree is a class A
m sdeneanor .

8§ 3. The penal law is amended by adding a new section 140.19 to read
as foll ows:

8 140.19 Criminal trespass on a school bus in the first degree

A person is guilty of crimnal trespass on a school bus in the first
degree when he or she commits the crine of crimnal trespass on a schoo
bus in the second degree pursuant to section 140.18 of this article and
when, in the course of commtting such crine, he or she:

1. Possesses, or knows that another participant in the crine
possesses, an explosive or a deadly weapon; or

2. Possesses a firearm rifle or shotgun, as those terns are defined
in section 265.00 of this part, and al so possesses or has readily acces-
sible a quantity of ammunition which is capable of being discharged from
such firearm rifle or shotgun; or

3. Knows that another participant in the crine possesses a firearm
rifle or shotgun under circunstances described in subdivision two of
this section.

Ciminal trespass on a school bus in the first degree is a class C
fel ony.

8 4. Section 375 of the vehicle and traffic law is anmended by adding a
new subdi vision 21-k to read as foll ows:

21-k. The conm ssioner shall., in consultation with the conmmi ssi oner of
transportation, pronulgate rules and regulations for signage on school
buses advising that individuals may not enter the school bus unless
aut hori zed by the school bus driver who is in charge of the bus and that
failure to conply may be subject to crimnal charges.

8 5. Paragraph c of subdivision 1 of section 3650 of the education
law, as anended by chapter 181 of the |aws of 2007, is anended to read
as foll ows:

c. Devel op and conduct professional devel opment school bus driver
safety training semnars statewide, which shall include but not be
limted to training related to techniques for nmnaging violent inci-
dents, intrusions and active shooters on school buses.

8 6. This act shall take effect on the first of Novenber next succeed-
ing the date on which it shall have becone a | aw.
