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AN ACT to anend the administrative code of the city of New York, in
relation to the reinstatenent of certain officers and enployees who
were di sm ssed from enpl oynent due to a COVID-19 vacci ne requiremnent

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. The administrative code of the city of New York is anended
by adding a new section 12-142 to read as foll ows:

8 12-142 Reinstatenent of certain officers and enpl oyees dism ssed for
COVI D-19 vaccination requirenents. Oficers or enployees including reti-
rees, vested nenbers and nenbers term nated without a one-year limt on
return of the city or of any agency thereof who were dismissed from
enpl oynent due to the failure of such officer or enployee to conply with
a CoviID-19 vaccine requirenent, shall be reinstated to their forner
position, in the sane position or title and at the sane salary and bene-
fits with retention of seniority, as such enployee was receiving inmre-
diately prior to their disnmissal. Such officer or enployee seeking rein-
statenent shall also be exenpt fromany waiver of civil service rights.

8§ 2. This act shall take effect immediately.
